At full
production, the rated capacity of the
plant for various types of engines is
6 (Numbers) of high-powered engines,
60 (Nos.) medium engines and 100
low-powered engines. The project is
at present in the construction phase
and the main factory building is near-
ing completion. Imported machinery
and equipment is expected to be
available for installation in July/
August. 1969, The assembly work is
expected to be commenced in Octo-
ber 1969 and the first engine is cx-
pected to be ready before the end of
December 1969.
