*267. SHRI RAM SAHAI : Will the
Minister of FOOD AND AGRICUL-
TURE be pleased to refer to the reply
to Unstarred Question No. 192 given
in the Rajya Sabha on the 3rd May,
1968 and state whether the project re-
port for a Central State farm which had
been prepared for the Sangowal Block
in Jullundur District and which was
under consideration of Government,
has since been finalised and if so, what
has been the outcome thereof ?]

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF FOOD, AGRI-
CULTURE, COMMUNITY DEVE-
LOPMENT AND COOPERATION
(SHRI ANNASAHEB SHINDE) : It
has been decided to prepare the project
report in greater detail but, in the mean
time, the work for starting the farm will
begin. A temporary office of the Cen-
tral State Farm has started function-
ing in Jullundur with effect from the
1st August, 1968. Nucleus staff has
also been -sanctioned. Machinery for
the farm is likely to be received from
USSR. shortly, It is hoped that
some area of the farm may be brought
under cultivation from the next Rabi.
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SHRI ANNASAHEB SHINDE :
Madam, the size of the farm would be
about 10,000 acres and the crop pat-
terns have been worked out. Mainly
these farms and similar other farms are
going to be used for growing founda-
tion seeds to be supplied to the various
State Governments.

SHRI A. D. MANI: May I ask
the Minister what is the estimated
production per year in the State farm ?

SHRI ANNASAHEB SHINDE : Alt
these estimates will have to be worked
out.
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SHRI ANNASAHEB SHINDE: It
will depend upon the crop pattern as
to what should be the acreage of
maize and bajra, what should be
acreage of paddy, what should be the
acreage of wheat, etc., though tenta-
tively some details have been worked
out. I have not at the moment the
details with me.
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
