SHRI LOKANATH MISRA (Orissa):
Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, the Budget of
Bihar is Rs. 436 crores odd. It is so
huge compared to my State that I can-
not conceive of an expenditure in a
State to the tune of Rs. 436 crores,
But equally the State is much bigger
than mine, and I hope the money that
will be placed in the hands of Mr. Pha-
dia and his Ministry will be we'l spent.
If I would have had the opportunity «f
going into more details of thc Budget,
I could have been a little more thorough.
In the last moment I decidsd that I
should participate at le2st to ventilate

Just now the previous speaker tried
to give a sermon to the House regard-
ing the division of States, regarding
further division, further fragmentation
of States.

It may be due
to his age, it may be due to his educa-
tion, I do not know what it is due to.
Even when Shri Rajagopalachari saw
the inevitability of the division of this
country—he was a Congressman, pri-
marily and solely a Congressman—it
was the Congress that agpreciated and
adopted it.

Now the point I was
trying to emphasise was that it was al-
ways the Congress that was to blame
and the Congress, unfortunately has a
complex of trying to get out of all the
sins that they indulge in, and is endea-
vouring to throw them on somebody
else, From Bihar, as far as I can
remember, there have been at least
two permanent representatives in the
Cabinet for the last twerty years. One
is Mr. Jagjivan Ram whz at times, I
am told, aspires to become the Prime
Minister of India. f

they have tried to strangulate the coa-
lition Governments, by offer of Mini-
sterships they have encouraged defec-
tors to form minority Governments A
little while ago we discussed Purjab
as to how they rried their best to see
that the non-Congress Government
was defeated and the rminority Gov-
ernment, the Gill Mmumstry was nstal-
led Swmilarly m Bihar, the Mandal
Government was mnsfalled The Cen-
gress did not participate .n the Gov-
ernment but all the defectois from tune
SDV were made M™imsters in the
Mandal Ministry and peculiaily Mr
Mandal was nominated to the Legisla-
tive Council, in vtter disregard and in
viclation of the corstituiivnal provi-
sions Mr Mandal was nominated (o
the Legislative Council Similar things
are happening 1n difterent States
Whenever Congress wants the; make
use of the Governor to norunate their
own henchmen to the Legislative Coun-
c1l 1rrespective of constitutiunnl obli-
gations, and a serious blow 1s belng
dealt to the democ.atic functioring of
the Bihar Government Later on
when this Mandal Government was
overthrown the Paswvan Government
was mstalled in power And again, be-
cause of the machinations of the Con-
gress High Command here the Rajah
of Ramgarh was won over and the
Governor had no other alternative but

to recommend President’s rule 1n
Bihar.

“Ir Vice-Chairman Sir you must

seriously reflect over the events that
are happening in this country for the
last one and a half years, On the one
hand, the Congress 1s trying to form
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a Committee to prevent defections On
the other hand, they have been en-

get 1n greater detail But they would
like to rush and nustle through all
these i1mportant subjec's during the
last week of the sessiop

Bihar on the one hang 1s faced with
floods On the other hand, particularly
last year there was famine and pesti-
lence in Bithar It muct be said 1o the
credit of the first non-Congress Gov-
ernment headed by Shr. Mahamaya
Prasad Sinha that they tackled chis
problem of famine 11 a very fair man-
ner and resolutely they solved this
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[Shri Mulka Govinda Reddy]
problem. It is true that Shri
prakash Narain and others did their
best to provide relief to the famine-
stricken people of Bihar. For the 1ast
20 years Bihar was under the Congress
rule. But they had not made any pro-
per plans to see that poverty is bani-
shed from this land of Bihar. that illi-
teracy is banished Irom there. It
looks as though Bihar and UP, the two
greater or larger States of India. are
vying with each other with regard to
illiteracy; these are the parts from
where the rulers of India are hailing.
It is unfortunate that the problems of
Bihar have not been tackled properly
and a solution has not been found.

As soon as the non-Congress Gov-
ernment came into bheing one thing
should be said to the credit of that
Government, that they appointed a
Commission of Inquiry to go into i‘he
charges of corruption against the for-
mer Ministers. Whenever any char-
ges of corruption or nepotism were
made against persons in office, against
Ministers or the Chisf Minister, it
should be the bounden duty of any
Government worth the name to ap-
point a Commission c¢i Inquiry to go
into those charges. Orissa did it,
Bihar did it. Now a demand has been
put forward that a Commission of
Inquiry should be set up te go into the
charges of corruption made gainst the
Gill Ministry. Similar charges of cor-
ruption and nepotism have been level-
led against the former Chief Minister
of Mysare and his _clleagues. A Com-
mission of Inquiry should go into those
charges whether it is a Congress Mini-
stry or a non-Congress Ministry. The
Chief Minister of Orissa, as Mr. Loka-
nath Misra just now pouinted out, was
prepared for any scrutiny. he was pre-
pared to get himself subjected o en-
quiry by a Commission if there were
any charges made agezinst him.

I am sure the Congress will never
get a majority in most of the States in
1972. 1f the PSP or any other party
ar a combination of parties comes in-
4i0 Government in any State, they
should be prepared to get themselves
‘'subjected to a Commission of Inquiry
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if there are charges of corruption made
against them.

Now, there is no populer Govern-
ment in Bihar. So, it is the duty of
the Centre to see that the grievaices
of the people of Bihar are attended to.
The Government employees there have
been asking for Central Government
scales of dearness allowance. Some
States have already agreed to imple-
ment Central Governmeut scales of
dearness allowance for their employees.
This is a demand coming from almost
all the State Government employees.
So, it is necessary. now that Parlia-
ment is in charge of Bihar affairs, that
the Government of India should come
forward and see that Central Govern-
ment dearness allowance is given to the
Bihar NGOs and other employees.

In respect of the NGOs who partici-
pated in some strike, I understand
that some victimisation is going on.
That should be ended and those who
have been retrenched from service
should be taken back.
