27-7-1961 but only land acquisition was to be
done during the Third Plan and the actual

construction work was to be taken up only in
the first yean- of the Fourth Plan.

(b) About 50 per cent of the total work is
yet to be done. The date of completion of this
project will depend upon the progress by the
State Govt, in respect of works which they
have undertaken to do and for which they
have not indicated a target date.
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(c) The reason for the slow progress of
work is the inability or delay of the State
Govt, to keep to their commitment in regard
to 'Shramdan' for earthwork and supply of
skilled and unskilled labour for construction
of station buildings, quarters and platforms
etc.]
