Although the level crossing gates have
to be closed for train movements, the
gates do not remain closed for most
of the time. The hold-up to the read
traffic is kept down to the minimum.

(c) Necessary proposal to provide
two road over-bridges, one on either
side of Bikaner Station, was formulated
in 1961, but the schemes could not
be progressed further due to cpposition
from local people; and proposals had
to be dropped finally at the request of
the State Government.]
