Free-sale sugar quota—66,000 ton-
nes.

Levy sugar quota—1,00,000 tonnes.

In addition, 18,000 tonnes have been
issued as free-sale sugar to meet festi-
val demand. The validity of this is-
sue expires on the 4th September.

(¢) Under the policy of partial de-
control of sugar, the factories are per-
mitted to sell the free-sale sugar at
market prices and therefore no rate
has been fixed for free-sale quotas.
