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THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF TRANSPORT AND 
SHIPPING (SHRI BHAKT DARSHAN) : (a) 
The bridge under construction over Thana 
Creek does not fall on National Highway No. 
8. It is being constructed by the Government 
of Maharashtra as a State Project. The bridge 
consists of 39 spans with an overall length of 
6024 ft, about 85 per cent of the precast work 
comprising precast girders, piles, sub-
structure units, etc.; the major part of the 
work, has been completed. Pile driving for the 
foundation of the first 23 spans, and the 
launching of girders for 6 spans have also 
been completed. Pres-tressing of deck slab for 
the six span length is in progress. 

(b) The bridge is expected to be 
completed by 1969-70. 

(c) Information is being collected 
from the State Government and will be 
laid on the table of the House, as soon 
as received.
