THE MINISTER OF TOCJR'SM AND 
Ci^IL A\ IATION (DR. KARAN SINGH) : (a) 
and (b). The Governmen} of India has long 
rec.seised the tact that unless all the oge.ines 
concerned, such as the relevant Ministries/ 
D.cpertmen  of Central Gov.'.vmect, State 
Governments and travel trade, are directly 
involved in the task, no headway can be made 
in developing or-' promoting tourism in the 
country. Ir. uder to maintain close liaison and 
io channelise all efforts in a co-ordinated and 
concerted manner, the Centra! Government set 
up the Tourist Development Council 10 years 
ago. This is a high-level advisory body which 
meets once a year under the Chairmanship of 
the Union Minister of Tourism and has as its 
members State Ministers of Tourism. 
Members of Parliament, members of the 
public and representatives of the travel trade. 
Its recommendations form the guide-lines in 
building un the tourist industry in the country. 

Apart from the Tourist De/eiopment 
Council, discussions with the State 
Governments on regional basis and witn 
members of travel trade are held by the 
Department of Tourism from time to time to 
resolve problems facing the tourist industry, 
and to review the progress in the 
implementation of the various measures 
recommended by the Tourist Development 
Council.
