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THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SARDAR 
SWARAN SINGH): Yes, Sir. Defence 
Services personnel who want to marry foreign 
nationals have to obtain permission of 
Government prior to contracting such a 
marriage. Such permission is not given where 
there are reasons to believe that security will 
be jeopardised. 

The existing instructions lay down the 
procedure regarding entertaining foreigners by 
Defence Services personnel and various other 
aspects of contacts with them.
