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issue price of coarse rice which also includes
AP. coarse rice supplied from the central
stocks to Kerala as also to other State
Governments is Rs. 96.00 per quintal
inclusive of gunny.

(b) No, Sir. The issue price of coarse rice
at Rs. 96.00 per quintal is based upon the
pooled economic cost of this rice procured
indigenously from the various States and does
not contain any element of profit. This
pooling of economic cost of coarse rice does
not include the high priced imported coarse
rice which is also being supplied at the same
issue price of Rs. 96.00 per quintal from the
central stocks. There is thus no question of
finding funds as profits from the sale of
coarse rice for procuring fine or superfine rice
from the North Indian States.

CINEMA STUDIOS IN PUBLIC SECTOR

*625. SHRI THILLAI VILLALAN: Will

The Films
Division is the Central Organisation for
producing short films and newsreel in the
public sector. The Division produces class-
room films also. Besides, some of the films
produced by the Division are classified as
educational and shown both commercially
and non-commercially. There is a proposal
under consideration in the IV Plan to set up
separate production units for the production
of science teaching films at an estimated out-
lay of Rs. 15 lakhs and for the production of
instructional and training films on agricultural
subjects at
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an outlay of about Rs. 84 lakhs, during the
Plan period. Within the proposed outlay it is
proposed to produce about 12 reels of science
teaching films and about 35 reels of agricul-
tural films in a year.
