The 
future of the industry lies in diversification of 
its production, and to encourage such 
diversification of production and exports, 
Government is providing assistance. In this 
connection, a sum of Rs. 5 crores has already 
been earmarked for providing loans to the jute 
mills for modernisation and diversification 
through the Industrial Finance Corporation 
who have already sanctioned Rs. 216 lakhs to 5 
mill companies.
