wave service to some of the countiies
in South East Asia in the East and
for a limited period to the neighbouring
countries in the North and that at Raj-
kot is expected to provide a night time
service to the neighbouring countries in
West Asia.

to October, 1968. So far as two of
them are concerned, no loss was suf-
fered by the security forces; the Under-
ground losses are not known.

The third encounter took place after
the Underground had way-laid three
Army Officers who were killed. The
security forces, which were sent out to
search for them, surrounded the suspec-
ted Underground camp. There was an
exchange of fire at the end of which
the Underground fled into the jungles.
The Underground camp was destroyed
and some documents and other articles
were recovered.]
