SHRI BALACHANDRA MENON
(Kerala): Sir, in the year 1847, the
British Government had a definite
plan. They brought about the divi-
sion of India intp India and Pakistan.
Thig sub-continent wag divided and
then declared that the paramountcy
woulq lapse which—in effect would
mean that the Princes would have
complete freedom. That was the pa-
sition. At that time, Mr. Vice-Chair-
man, the leadership in India come
to an agreement with the Princes go
that they could be brought into the

Indian Union. - That was done out
of compulsion. In 1947 the compul-
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sion was such that we were forced to
adopt that policy, because we were
afraid that they might go and become
independent States. But now we
can definitely say that at least that
position does not continue,  Things
have completely changed. After
twenty years of our independence,
after we have this Constitution and
after the rights that are guaranteed
to us by the Constitution have come
into vogue, conditions have comple=
tely changed. So the sanctity or vali-
dity of the agreements of which so
many hon. friends have said so much
does not exist now because the con-
ditions have so completely changed.
When the people in the Indian States
knew that the British Government’s
policy was to bring about or to allow
complete freedom to the Rajas and
Maharajas and their States, the reac-
tion was immediate. Revolts started
everywhere. In Travancore a strug-
gle was started by the people. In
Mysore the people came out against
the Maharaja. In Kashmir there was
a big upsurge and when even Pan-
dit Nehru was not allowed to enter
Kashmir, I remember very well, the
people all over India demonstrated
and asserted their solidarity with the
people of Kashmir in their struggle
against the Ruler. Everywhere the
Rulers were against the people. The
people were fighting for freedom and
their Rulers never wanted freedom
for the country. It is because of the
people’s struggle that independence
was at last obtained. The strength
of the Rajag and Maharajag was wea-
kened. In Hyderabad an  armed
struggle had to take place. Every-
one knows al] that. Therefore though
technically and legally they could be-
come independent they were not able
to become independent because of the
struggle put up by the people. And
{then what happened? They had to
agrep to come into the Indian Union.
After we had enacted the Constitu-
tion, when we have got certain fun-
damental rights, the question is whe-
ther the privileges of these ex-Rulers
can go along with the rights that
have been guaranteed to us. I would
say that theee rights and privileges

haye little force today. These ex-
Rulers have been exempted from cer-
tain proceedings under the Criminal
Procedure Code. Similarly they are
also exempted from proceedings un-
der the Civi] Procedure Code  also.
This is most undemocrafic and un-
constitutional. Certainly this is un-
constitutional and it goes against the
rights that ars  guaranteed to the

people by the Constitution.
