(c) what proportion of the revenue of this 
organisation came from Indian newspaper 
sources and foreign and non-news sources 
during the last five years; and 

(d) whether this agency is financed by 
the TASS and APN of the USSR? 

THE MINISTER OF INFORMATION

SHAH): (a) Yes, Sir, for purposes of 
accreditation of correspondents by the Press 
Information Bureau. 

(b) to (d) The required information is 
being collected and will be laid on the Table 
of the House. Information available indicates 
that the Agency's revenue from the Indian 
newspapers during the year 1965-66 is Rs. 
59,604. The Agency sells its .service to three 
foreign News Agencies, namely, CETEKA 
(Czechoslovak News Agency), Polish Press 
Agency and TASS of USSR.
