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NSS. about a thousand employees
are not thrown out of employment
and disbursed throughout the coun-
try 1n these hard days, and the Gov-
ernment should not proceed with this
matter

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA:
Madam, we will look into this

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : The
question is:

“That the Bill be passed”
The motion was adopted.

RESOLUTION RE PROCLAMA-

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : Now

SHRI OM MEHTA (Jammu and
Kashmir) Madam, before the hon
Minister moves the motion may I
request that the Resolution and the

Bill relating to Uttar Pradesh may
he taken up together?

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA (West
Bengal) : No, no

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: That
will depend on the consensus and
desite of the House

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA - It is
guite possible that I may want to
support the Proclamation and oppost
the Bill of this kind One 1s differ-
ent from the other One is an ar-
rangement and the other i1s a big
political question It does not matter
if they are taken up separately We
will finish the work in the same time

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN : May
I remind hon Members that they
should not repeat the same argu-
ments 1n thewr speeches

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA You
see me every day., Madam, we do
repeat in life, What else is life with-
out repetition Madam.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN Yes-
terday we took them separately and
today I am willing to take them up
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separately provided we finish them
by five o'clock. Now let us start,

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (SHRI VIDYA CHARAN
SHUKLA) Madam, I beg to move:

That this House approves the
Proclamation 1ssued by the Presi-
dent on the 25th February, 1968,
under article 356 of the Constitu-
tion mm relation to the State of
Uttar Pradesh.”

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : Say

Proclamation on the advice of M:
C B Gupta

SHRI CHANDRA SHEKHAR (Ut-
tar Pradesh) A Pioclamation caus-
ed by the woik ot all the Opposition
parties, because of the sabotage
brought about by Comiade Gupta

and his party and not by Mr. C B
Gupta

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA.
Madam though 1t may be futile and
useless but T would appeal to hon
Members not to bring in politics into
this mattel

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : Why”

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA-
I mean party politics I say this be-
cause this 18 a matter which 1s not
liked by any ot us Idonotthink hon
Members on that side like it any bet-
ter than we on this side Here the
situation that was brought about in
Uttar Pradesh makes very painful
1cading It 1s a painful story in Uttal
Pradesh and I do not want to repeat
that story here in detail Still I think
T will have to trace the events which
led to this tragic state of affairs in
the biggest State of the country,
namely, UP

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : T hope
it will not be politics

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA -
Well, 1t will not he politics T will
only say what vou have been saying
about your other friends and what
those friends have been saying about
you I shall only give the opinion that
you have about each other.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA * Then I
will want to say what opinion we
have about you
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SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA: ,
That we are accustomed to hear, You!
have full liberty to say that.

Madam, I will only show how after
the last general election the hopes
of the people of Uttar Pradesh were,
belied by the unseemly competition
for power in Uttar Pradesh. It is
well known that the Indian National
Congress which was running the
Government before the general elec-
tions did not get an aksolute majority
in the legislature of Uttar Pradesh
in the last general elections, but still
it emerged ag the larzest single poli-
tical party. It had abcut 197 members
in a House of 425. The other parties
trailed well behind. The Jana Sangh
was the next largest party with 96 or
97 members, then came the Samyukt
Socijalist Party with 45, the rest were
much less with 15, 14, 1, 2, 3 some-
thing like that. But when they found
that they had within their grip this
possibility of catching power in
Uttar Pradesh they threw to winds
all their programmes with which
they had gone to the people asking
for votes, they threw to winds all
their professions which they have
been preaching . ..

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA:
Madam, these are not polities.

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You
will get your turn,

SHRT VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA:
Madam, as I said. T am only re-
peating the things that they have
been saying about themselves. T am
not giving my own opinion about
it. After doing all this they formed
a legislature party which was called
the Samyukt Vidhayak Dal. Madam,
normally we see in parliamentary
democracies the leader of the lar-
gest party even in a coalition is
elected leader but according to
their wisdom and according to their
judgment they elected a leader who
is a very honourable man by him-
self but who had a very very small
following in this newly constituted
Dal.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA.:
Madam, fancy Mr. Shukla saying,
after getting three puppets, that . . .
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SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA:
1 do not know why Mr. Bhupesh
Gupta gets so restive about truth.
Whenever truth is being spoken
here he gets restive, He cannot afford
to hear truth, I am very sorry for
him but he should hear the truth
quietly some time at least.

(Interruptions)

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I say
that you have done in three cases . ..

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA:
Madam, I am in possession of
the floor. 1 shonld be zllowed to go
on,

Then they formed a Ministry
there and within a month or two
the internal contradictions and the
stresses and strajns came to the
surface and they started falling
apart. T say it is a very tragic
thing; it is a very unfortunate
thing. We wish they had gone on
as well as they started. They start-
ed with all kinds of praises for each
other; they started with raising lots
of hopes for the people of Uttar
Pradesh that they were going to
give them deliverance; after twenty
years of Congress rule they were
going to give the people of Uttar
Pradesh a lot of benefits, I wish they
had done something because who
would object o any Government
doing good to the people? But un-
fortunately when they started func-
tioning, when they started running
the Government, it was not the
Congress which started making al-
legations against the SVD Govern-
ment but it was the constituent par-
tics of the SVD themselves which
started abusing each other and cal-
ling each other names, First ¢of all,
a party which is quite a big party
in Uttar Pradesh, the Samyukt So-
cvalist Party. started saying that the
Chief Minister is acting in an anti-
ocople way and is not serving the
people, And they siarted demanding
bis resignation. After some time the
Jana Sangh followed and then
other parties followed. This was the
state of the U.P. politics, They were
hurling allegations against each
other, calling each other names, cal-

| ling the Chief Minister anti-people
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and saying that the parties were
only benefiting themselves and not
the Government. After this phase
was over the parties bhegan to fall
apart. The first to leave the SVD
Government was the Swatantra
Party. As the House would realise
it was a very odd combinetion with
the Swatantra Party and Mr. Bhu-
pesh Gupta's party sitting together
and trying to run a Government,
Again Mr. Bhupesh Gupta's party
was sitting along with Jana Sangh,
Their professions, their program-
mes, their political angles are so
widely different, are so widely con-
trary to each other; still it appear-
ed for the sake of power they were
all sitting together. But they could
not do it for long and they started
falling apart. First of all, the Swa-
tantra Party went out of the Gov-
ernment; then in a sequence it was
followed by other parties. When
this happened the Chief Minister
felt that it would not be possible
for him to carry on the governance
of Uttar Pradesh. There were many
other causes but I ¢o not want
to take the time of the House over
them because we have very limited
time at our disposal. After some
time the Chief Minister submitted
his resignation to the Governor and
it was accepted by the Governor.
Yet, we know if the 5VD had elect-
ed a leader by a unanimous
choice ...

SHRI BRAHMANANDA PANDA
(Orissa): I want to remind the Mi-
nister. He was talking about the
strange companionship of the Swa-
tantra and the Communists sitting
together but this type of compa-
nionship was started by the Cong-
ress in Kerala with the Muslim
League when they wanted to pre-
vent the Communists forming the
Government. T want to remind him
that it is all their doing and it was
they who started it.

SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA:
Madam, I was saving that the
Chief Minister after having got ab-
solutely fed up with the coalition
there resigned and after his resig-
natirn the ruling SVD was not able
to elect a leader who could go to
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the Governor and ask for being re-
quested to form a Government The
SVD did elect a leader but that was
not by a unanimous choice, Several
constituents of the SVD kept
away from that choice and later
on denounced that particular elec-
tion After that the leader of
the <Congress Party also met the
Governor and told him that he was
in a position to form a Government,
He claimed he was in a position to
form a Ministry and the SVD also
claimed that they could form a Mi-

nistry there. The Governor after
assessing the entire political situa-
tion came to the conclusion that

there was no party which was capa-
ble of forming a stable Ministry in
the State of Uttar Pradesh. T need
not go into the reasons that the
Governor had in his mind because
they are very well stated in the re-
port which he sent to the Pre-
sident and that report has been laid
on the Table of the House and I
am quite sure that hon. Members
must have gone through it. Because
of all these things with greatest re-
luctance we had to impose Presi-
dent's rule in the State of TUttar
Pradesh and suspend the Assembly.
The reason why we suspended the
Assembly instead of dissolving it is
apparent; there is still some possibi-
lity that some political adjustment
may come about and one party or
the other may be able to form a
Government. As we have already
said, we are aversé to imposing Pre-
sident’s rule for a long time on any
State. We would like to have the
period of President’s rule as short
as possible and that is why Th the
hope that it would be possible soon
to have a stable Ministrvy formed in
Uttar Pradesh we have only sus-
pended the legislature. In the
meantime we would like this hon.
House to approve the Proclamation.
Subsequently T will also be moving
for the passage of a Bill which wilt
enable a Consultative Committee to
come about so that as long as the
President’s rule continues in Uttar
Pradesh, hon. Members of this
House and of the other House will
have an opportunity to look after
its affairs. I hope, as hon. Members
would also hope. that soon we
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[Shri Vidya Charan Shukla]

would be able to put an end to |

President’s rule in Uttar Pradesh
and a popular Government will
again be installed. I would request
the hon. House to approve the Pro-
clamation of the President.

The question was proposed.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA:
Madam, on a clarification ...

THE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Are
vou speaking on this?

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I will
speak later on. Clarification T can
ask now. (Interruptions) You must
understand that a clarification I can
be asked at any time. Did Mr. C. B,
Gupta meet the Central Government
and the Central Congress leaders
prior to and immediately after the
Proclamation and make a suggestlon
that it was the right arrangement in
order to give him -3 chance soon to
come back to power?

SHRI R. T. PARTHASARATHY
(Madras): Who are you to question
our Congress leaders?

elements, for example 1 Punjab they
formed the Janta Party and in Bthar
tho Soshit Dal It 1s a most unfortu-
n.tc thing and 15 responsible for
thiee States being under the Pre-i-
dent’s Rule and 1t 1s anticipated that
two more, t.¢ Punjab and Bihar, will
go the same way in the near Iuture.

Why are all these things harpen-
ing” In UP the Congress was reduc-
ed to a minority as some senior and
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honest Congressmen led by Chaudhry
Charan Singh crossed the floor few
days after the last general elections.
Subsequently SVD consisting of all
the Opposition Parties was formed
with a common minimum pro-
gramme,. It functioned smoothly for
a few months. Then one of the units
of the SVD—SSP—started getling
impatient., They, as is known to
everyone, openly started blackmail-
ing the Chief Minister over issues
like D.A., procurement and the cases
of the State employees. The Chief
Minister did not subject himself to
this sort of blackmail. That is why
the trouble started. Why did the
SSP do that and why is it still conti-
nuing to behave in the same manner?
I have to say with regret that they
have almost become a cat's paw to
the Communist Parties who are cash-
mg on this. The SSP should be con-
scrous of the Rapacki method which is
being put into practice everywhere
by the Communist Parties including
India, i.e. to befriend parties around
them first and then to gobble them
up one by one finally leaving nobody
in the field but themselves.

When the SSP withdrew their no-
minees from the SVD Ministry, the
SVD was still not reduced to a
minority as fortunately the SSP was
not prepared to vote with the Cong-
ress. It had promised to support
Chaudhry Charan Singh. But they
were not behaving very well because

they started doing unlawful activi-
ties, Actually Mr. Rajnarain also
went on hunger-strike, So Shri

Charan Singh resigned in sheer des-
peration. Nine days were given to the
SVD to form a Ministryt but they
could not elect any leader. This sort
of thing could not be tolerated for
long and the Central Government
dismissed the Minisfry. Here by not
dissolving the Assembly the Central
Government with the help of the
Goverrior has resorted to a partisan
attitude, They have not donc so ob-
viously to instal the Congress into
power as they successfully did in
Rajasthan. This has been done to
gain time with a view to weaning

If it
1s not done, I am doubtful whether
we will ‘have political stability in
U.P. T hope therefore no time would
be lost and the agony of the people
of Uttar Pradesh will not be further
proionged by Central leadership and
other politicians, Thank you.

SHRI BRAHMANANDA PANDA :
Madam, by way of clarification, 1
want to know {rom the Home Niinis-
ter whether it is a fact that because
the Congress syndicate did not want
Mr. C. B. Gupta to come to power in
U.P., theyv did not give him a chance
to form the Government and hasten-
ed the President’s Rule in U.P.

TIIE DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: This
is not the time to ask clarifications.

DR. M. M. S, SIDDHU (Uttar Pra-
deshy: Madam, when Mr. Charan
Singh became the Chief Minister, a
prominent local daily of Lucknow
remarked “Charan Singh byword of
treachery”. This was the remark n
{he leading editorial of the ‘National
Herald’' of whose editor the whole
country is proud of. I think you are
also proud.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Not for
writing such nonsense,

DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU: At that
time what had happened had been
narrated, Was it on the basis of joint
responsibility that the Government
was functioning? No, not at all. As
has been pointed out by my friend
Mr Shukla, each group and each Mi-
nister helonging to each group was
actine by himself. not with in a
sen .« of joint responsibilitv but as
if he was the Government by himself
and therefore what happened was
that on the floor of the Assembly
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the Socialist Party Members venti-
luted charges against the Jan Sangh
Ministers, the Communist Party
Members ventilated charges against
the Jan Sangh Ministers and vice
versa. It was a scene to see that
charges were being levelled by one
group against the other and were
being challenged on the floor of the
House that they were correct and
they could substantiate them, For
instance, the nominations to the Edu-
cation Committee, the nominations
to the Co-operative Committee. the
way in which permit and licences
from the Civil Supplies Department
were given are clear examples of
favouritism 1o bring more strength,
using the office for sirengthening the
group. ¥

SHRI NIREN GHOSH: Tryine to
outwit Mr. C. B. Gupta?

DR M M. S. SIDDHU: Mr. C. B.
Gupta will not be such a person who
by simply your wishes, you can be
wiped out,

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I know
Mr. Gupta is to be given purses of
Rs. 60 lakhs and even then he does
not get wiped out.

DR M. M. S. SIDDHU: 1 will
come to that too. As far as Mr. C. B,
Gupta's behaviour and his respect for
the democratic conventions are con-
cerned, one can see them, When he
found that he was not in the majori-
ty. then and there he declared that
he was going to submit his resigna-
tion and he did so.

SHRI NIREN GHOSH: What other
80 he had?

DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU: You have
unother example of a similar nature
in the Punjab and you know what was
the difference between the two . .

As far as the collection of funds is
concerned, the collections have been
made by persons and they have been
acknowledged by receipt. It has been
open to the Income-tax suthorities and
it is not something which is a hush-
hush money.

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SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: From
Kanpur industrialists,

DR, M. M. S. SIDDHU: Not only
from them but persons like myself
have paid, and there are manv more
like myself . . .

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: But also
from Kanpur industrialists.

DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU: Whatever
money has been collected has been
collected through cheques which have
been properly acknowledged.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: I know
that Mr. C. B. Gupta and Mr. Kiamala-
pat are choosing nominees for the
Rajya Sabha elections but you are not
retiring.

DR. M. M. 8. SIDDHU: You may
have a prize for yourself, I have
none. There is something to fall
back upon. I belong to a profession
and, therefore, these retirements or
otherwise have no meaning., As far
as the collection of funds is concern-
ed a lew weeks back the '‘Organizer’
wrote an article saying that Shri
Charan Singh had collected Rs. 15
lakhs on his birthday and that other
Ministers have also been collecting oft
and on.

SHRI AKBAR ALI KHAN
(Andhra Pradesh) That is a bad
thing,

DR M. M. S. SIDDHU : Whether
it is good or bad but it really shows
that the persons have utilised the
office for the purpose while the funds
collected for Mr. C. B. Gupta were
done when he was not in office or
he was no longer a member of the
Council of Ministers . . .

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA : You
mean that otherwise Rs. 30 croves
would have been collected?

DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU : I do not
know how much you would have
contributed. Therefore the manner
in which the S.V.D. Government was
functioning was such which would
have brought its owrx.doom. It has
died due to its own internal con-
{radictions because there wwas neither
any honesty of purpose nor a sense of
responsibility. The law and_ orc_ler
gituation was brought to a situation
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{ which Shri Rajnarain himself has
aid that so many times students
vere mercilessly beaten, firing was
esorted to and so on Does it speak
vell of any good government. As far
1s the question of honesty of pur-
yose is concerned, for the sake of
viping  away  corruption, ma T
‘enund you, that Shyi Charan S}i'ngh
it one time had instituted a C.ILD.
nquiry against the Deputy Mayor of
he Lucknow Corporation and when
1e became the Chiel Minister, then
hat very Deputy Mayor became the
Deputy Chief Minister and the
anquiry was withdrawn. Either the
Chief Minister was right at that time
when he instituted a C.I1.D. enquiry
into the conduct of the then Deputy
Mavor or he was right when he
withdrew it, it is for the House to
form its own judgment. I will only
say that the truth may be in hoth
because he withdrew it because he
was Deputy Chief Minister though
there were certain allegations ap-
pearing in the Press, that needed in-
vestigation. Similarly they had made
wild promises 1o the people that they
would give the D.A. which had bheen
asked for by the Government em-
ployees. If there was one major factor
which was responsible for the reduc-
tion of the majority of the Congress
Party, it was the attitude of the Gov-
ernmen{ servants, especially when
they demanded enhanced DA on
ecqual terms or similar terms with
that of the Central employees. What
was the answer given? The very
partics which did not want anyone to
be arvested under the P.D. Act, ar-
rested the very Government servants
and their leaders., For about 3 or 4
months there were some protests
within the parties but later nn those
very persons were dismissed. Where
were the promises of these parties?
The leaders of Government employees
have alreadv denounced most of the
parties which had promised them
that once thev were elected to power
and they formed a Government, they
would give them fair and just treat-
ment. As far as the retrenchment of
the Government employees was con-
cerned, Mr Bhupesh Gupta knows
very well about it because he also
fought then battle and he did not
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qucceed. The promises that these
very heterogenous groups gave to the
pevple were not implemented by
them. They were never keen them-
s¢lves that they would ever imple-
ment them. They did not make any
attempt to do so and when they found
{hat the people were turning against
them, then one by one, on one pre-
text or another, they wanted to with-
draw and al the same time there was
a queer incident that none of them
wanted to take the blame that they
wantl the non-Congress Government
te go down and their result was that
e‘a'c‘n ARV Whampred e et fon
ushering in the Congress Government
either in power or bringing the SVD
Government down. And thag was the
dilemma in which most of the parties
were. Meanwhile, My, Charan Singh’s
triends and his followers created a
gulf between the various groups and
within the groups themselves in the
name of backward classes, The result
was that the varties or groups found
in their own ranks a cleavage. Still
more the result was that at thag time
there was no responsible Govern-
ment functicning nor there was any
direction for that Government.
Neither they gave any relief to the
people.

Take for instance the good work
that was done in the minor irriga-
tion scheme in the regime of the
Congress Government during the
drought period. That work was not
carried forward. Ask for what hap-
pened to the Social Welfare Depart-
ment where many women were re-
trenched. Can  any  Government
which stands for the upliftment of
women, especially  the illiterate
people, ever think of retrenching
those women who were serving in
the Social Welfare Department, and
others? What was the treatment
which was meted out to the volunt-
ary organisations? Ask whether it is
pot a fact that on many occasions the
institutions, specially the educational
institutions were threatened with
disciplinary action, or their grants
withheld because they did not toe
the line of the Government. Are
these things not known to people?
They were known and, therefore,
when Mr. Charan Singh tendered his
resignation, the SVD went unwept
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and unsuu: There was a time  and
1 could remember it—that, when the

Congress Party was toppled, there
was great jubilation. And when the
SVD went there was a sense of
remorse as well as jubilation,
remorse because all the parties whic’
had made promises found that they
had failed to carry conviction with
the people, and that was a bad day
for them because it was Mr. Charan
Singh who had brought all the
parties together under his own per-
sonal leadership, and when he resign-
ed unfortunately all the parties found
themselves bereft of all their leaders,
and the result was that there was
neither Mr. Charan Singh nor Mr.
Vikal who could claim himself to be
the leader of the SVD. Neither
there was any programme. Mr.
Charan Singh. when he wanted to
resign, or at times when he threaten-
ed to resign, his followers alwavys
thought how to strengthen Mr.
Charan Singh through the threats of
resignation. Attempts were made to
bring those parties nearer through
the threat of resignation. Ultimately
the SVD is gone. Unfortunately, the
long delay that has occurred for a
constitutional Government to come
in is something which is of a serious
nature. For eight or nine days the
Governor tock his own time and gave
chance to the SVD to elect its leader.
He found himself faced with two
names, Mr. Charan Singh and Mr.
Vikal. He could not ‘make wup his
mind either as to which one com-
manded the majority of the SVD, or
whether the groups will support one
or the other Later on, when Mr.
C. B. Gupta told the Governor that
he had a majority, then the Governor
in his own wayv ‘thought that the
Government should be . . |

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“However, it is not only sufficient
that o party or a group of
parties in the Legislative Assembly
should be in a position to command
a majority for the time being, but
in order to give stable Government
to the State it is necessary that
the majority should be fairly sub-
stantial so that a small movement
of members from one side to the
other, such as has been witnessed
in this very State as well as in
others in the last few months, may
not deprive the Government of its
majority in the Legislative Agssem-
bly."”

Now this is something which is
heyond the powers which have been
given under the Constitution to the
Governor, It is not the job of the
Governor to find out whether there
s a stable majority or a stable Gov-
crnment, or not. It is the function of
‘he Legislative Assembly. Therefore,
it should not be left to the sweet will
of any Governor to find cut whether
a Government will be stable or not.
If there is a working majority, then
that party or the group of parties
should be allowed to form the Gov-
cernment and face the Assembly.

SHRI B. D. KHOBARAGADE
(Maharashtray : Why don’t you fol-
low the same principle in West
Bengal?

DR. M. M. 8. SIDDHU : As a mat-
ter of fact. the principle in Bengal
was—as you know it much better—
1t was this, it was the Speaker who
stood in the way rather than anyone
else. That point has been so r_m_lch
debated here. You have your opinion
and I hold mine, but none of us can
justify the action of the Speaker in
that way.

SHRI B. D. KHOBARAGADE: Do
vou justify the action of the Gover-
nor, or not?

DR. M. M. S. SIDDHU : 1 do not
stand for the Governor, my friend.
I was going to say that the Governor
is not the right person to find out
whether a Government will be stable
one or otherwise, whether it has.
stable majority, or not. Once he is
told that the majority is there, it i3
on the floor of the Assembly that the
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majority should be tested. Therefore
T think that as far astheactof the
Governor is concerned, for him during
this period, to think that time should
be given to one party or the other to
make it more slable so that a
stable Government could be had,
is in my opinion, a wrong one.
I can agree to the point that when
Members to the Council of States
hiave to be elected within a month
or two months or three months no
Legislature should be dissolved, and
WM dissointion has 1o vake plave, Yel
it be after the bodies which are to
be represented are represented., As
far as that argument is concerned, I
am ready to concede, but T for one
will not like to concede the argument
that a person or group of persons
-should be given time or that specially
for that purpose the Legislature
should be suspended so that, in the
opinion of the Governor, there could
be a stable majority or a stable Gov-
ernment formed.

SHRI BHUPESH GUPTA: Mr.
Vice-Chairman, Sir, as you know, I
pelong to a party which was for a
time partner in the non-Congress
Government of Uttar Pradesh. Even
pefore the crisis developed we had
to go out of the Government for
reasons of certain principles to
which T shall come presently, Much
has been said about the situation there
in Uttar Pradesh. I have also my
views on this subject which T should
Jike to state before the House. But
pefore 1 proceed to say anything
more on this particular subject, may
1 again congratulate the people of
1J. P. for their having defeated the
Congress in the last general elec-
tions? Mr. Vice-Chairman, it was not
a small thing that the Congress was
defeated in India’s biggest State
which has now a population of nearly
90 millions, bigger than many of the
countries in the continent of Europe.
That Province or State used to be
regarded as the fortress of the Con-
gress. Congress Members were very
proud thay this State had been pro-
ducing their Prime Ministers one
alter another, except the stop-gap one
which was Mr, Gulzarilal Nanda.
They were also proud of the fact that
