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K. K. SHAH): (a) The Hyderabad Station of
All India Radio has three medium wave
transmitters, one each of high, medium and
low power and one short wave transmitter of
medium power. The station at Vijayavada has
two medium wave transmitters, one each of
medium and low power.

(b) The power of the existing transmitters
is considered adequate and there is no
proposal, at present, to instal more powerful
transmitters at these centres.
