The Education Commis-
sion has made recommendationg re-
garding re-organisation of courses in
order to relate Education to life,
needs and aspirationg of the people
and thereby to make education a
powerful instrument of social, econo-
mic and cultural transformation
necessary for the realization of the
national goals, These recommenda-
tions have been communicated to all
the State Governments and universi-
tieg for consideration and implemen-
tatjon. In so far as the Govern-
ment of India is concerned, a scheme
to introduce national cervice for
college and university students is un-
der consideration.]
