4. Both sides reaffirmed the view that these 
consultations provided a valuable opportunity 
for exchanging views on various international 
issues. This year the two Delegations ex-
changed views on a wide range of in-
ternational questions and reviewed the 
international scene with special reference to 
the developments in Asia. The discussions 
included disarmament with particular 
emphasis on non—proliferation of nuclear 
weapons. For the first time the consultations 
extended the scope to include economic 
subjects and bilateral trade and economic re-
lations while regional economic cooperation 
was also discussed. 

5. During their stay in New Delhi, the 
Leader of the Japanese Delegation called on 
the Prime Minister, Deputy "Prime Minister 
and the Minister of State in the Ministry of 
External Affairs. 

6. It was agreed that the next meeting 
should be held in Tokyo on a date to be fixed 
by mutual consultations.

in training in guerilla tactics for Pakistani 
personnel. Naturally, due note of such as-
sistance by China is taken in our operational 
plans to safeguard the territorial integrity of 
the country.
