THE PRIME MINISTER (SHRI-

MATI INDIRA GANDHI) : (a) and
(b) No, Sir. The Underground Nagas
who come for talks to Delhi are not
invited on the basis of their religious
beliefs. India being a secular State it
would be agajnst the letter and the
spirit of the Constitution to invite
them for the talks on such a basis.
There is, therefore, no question of any
proposal to invite any separate religious
group of the Nagas. There is a legally
constituted State Government in Naga-
land which has been democratically elec-
ed. Their views are always ascertained
and taken into account regarding the
talks which the Government of India
have had or may have with the Under-
ground Nagas. -

{¢) According to the Census of 1961
about 53 per cent. of the population in
Nagaland are Christians and the rest
are followers of the ancestral Naga
beliefs.

(b) The statement by Radio Peking
is as false as it is absurd and Govern-
ment do not think it necessary to give
it the dignity of a formal contradiction.
