College and University Teachers 

(a) The pay-scales recommended by the 
Education Commission.forUniversity and 
College teachers are the same as those 
recommended by the University Grants 
Commission in 1965 and sanctioned by the 
Government of India. So far, these have 
been adopted by (he States of Assam, 
Andhra Pradesh, Haryana, Kerala, Madras, 
Gujarat, Maharashtra, Punjab, Uttar 
Pradesh and West Bengal. The proposals 
from the Governments of Bihar and 
Mysore are under consideration. The 
Government of Jammu & Kashmir have 
accepted the scheme in principle. Proposals 
from Madhya Pradesh and Rajasthan are 
awaited. The Government of Orissa has 
appointed a Pay Commission to examine 
the pay-structure of the State employees 
pending which the State Government has 
deferred implementation of the scheme of 
revised scales. The Government of Naga-
land have informed that the present scales 
compare favourably with the University 
Grants Commission scales.

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School Teachers 

In some of the States such as Assam, 
Nagaland, Kerala, Maharashtra, Gujarat and 
Punjab the scales of pay/emoluments of certain 
categories of teachers are as good or even 
higher than those recommended by the 
Education Commission. In other cases, ihe 
improvement of salary scales will depend on 
the final decision on the recommendations of 
the Education Commission, which are still 
under consideration. 

(b) The Central Government provides 
assistance to the State Governments to the 
ex'ent of 80% of the additional expenditure 
involved in implementing the scheme of 
revision of salary scales of college and 
university teachers.
