THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA): (a) to (d) The
schemes for improvement of communications
by sea between the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands and the mainland included in the Third
Plan envisaged the procurement of 2 ships,
namely, a passenger -cum-cargo ship and a
cargo ship. Rs. 180 lakhs was earmarked for
this purpose. However, due to foreign ex-
change difficulties none of the ships could be
procured during the Third Plan period.

The Shipping Corporation of India which is
running the services between the mainland
and islands has been entrusted with the work
of procurement of ships. It has been decided
to procure 4 ships, namely, a passenger cum
cargo ship, a cargo ship, a timber carrier and a
second hand ship. The second hand ship
which has since been procured will be pressed
into
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service shortly. Action in regard to the
procurement of other vessels is in progress.

There is also a weekly air service from
Calcutta to Port Blair and back.
