of advertisements. During the year
1966-67, 1134 small and medium papers
received advertisements worth about
Rs. 14.16 lakhs, i.e., 51:3 per cent. of
the total allotment on display adver-
tisements.

Ag regards classifieq advertisements,
this category of papers received about
Rs. 16 lakhs, i.e., 32 per cent. of the
total expenditure which in terms of
space came to 62,6 per cent. of the
total space used on this account, In
the case of national motivation cam-
paigng of an educative and informa-
tive character like Family Planning,
Five Year Plans, Savings and Food,
Government advertisements are main-
ly channelised through small papers.
Efforts are also made to give larger
advertisements to smaller newspapers.
