(c) whether Government have in-
dependently ascertained the views of the 
participating countries in the matter? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS 
(SHRI     SURENDRA  PAL  SINGH): 

(a) Delegates from Jordan, Saudi Arabia, 
Iran, Tunisia, Uganda, Turkey, Morrocco, 
Mauritania, Niger and Pakistan participated in 
the meeting. In addition, delegates from 
Afghanistan, Lebanon and Syria residing in 
Saudi Arabia also attended the meeting but 
their own Embassies disowned them. 

 

(b) Yes, Sir. 

(c) The World Muslim Congress is a non-
governmental body. The question of 
ascertaining views of the participating 
countries does not arise. However, 
Government is watching the situation.
