The Nepa Mills are alreadv ex-
panding their capacity from 350,000 to
75,000 tonnes. This expansicn pro-
gramme s exucciel to be ecompleted
by 1968-69. The question of starting
one or two more newsp-int mills to
increase the newsprint production is
also under consideration. With regard
to the grant of licences for the im-
port of printing machinery the exist-
ing policy already provides for giving
weightage, to the extent possible, to
small newspapers which are mostly
published in Indian languages, This
is naturally subject to the quantum
of foreign exchange nllocated for the
purpose.

2, The representatives of the all-
India Newspaper Publisherg Cunven-
tion recently held in Delhi have agreed
to appoint a committee to draw up a
five year plan for development of
newspaper industry. Government
have welcomed the idea. Their sug-
gestions will be discussed and if
necessarv -ome machinery will ba set
up to process them.

3. The FPress Council of India, set
up by the Government, has appointed
a committee consisting of its Chairman
and two other members to be nomi-
nated by him for recommending the
steps to be taken for the training ol
journalists, particularly, those work-
ing for the regional languages news-
papers.
