The Girl Child (Elimination of Discrimination and Violation of Rights and 

other Welfare Measures) Bill, 2003 

SHRIMATI PREMA CARIAPPA (Karnataka): Mr. Deputy Chairman, 

Sir, I move: 

That the Bill to eliminate the discrimination against the girl child by 

providing for the equal upbringing and remove of neglect by her 

parents or guardians and violation of her rights by marrying her off 

during her childhood and forcing her in begging, prostitution and 

other crimes by providing deterrent punishment for such violations 

and for welfare measures such as free and compulsory education 

including vocational education enabling her to enjoy her childhood 

and for matters connected therewith and incidental thereto, be taken 

into consideration. 

[THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI KALRAJ MISHRA) in the Chair} 

Sir, it is a national shame that the girl child is the most unwanted in 

majority of the families of our nation who prefer to eliminate even the foetus if 

it is of a girl child. Thousands of legal or illegal ultrasound clinics are 

functioning in the country, which are infamous as pre-birth sex determination 

test clinics. As happens in our Indian households, everybody wants a male 

baby and for this the services of the sex determination clinics are taken. If the 

foetus is that of a female, it is aborted as soon as possible. For this the 

consent of the mother is neither taken nor it is respected. In some cases, it is 

the mother who decides to eliminate the female foetus. This is common not 

only in illiterate poor families but it is more in educated and affluent families. 

In western countries, ultrasound is used to find out the deformity in the child 

to safeguard the child as well as the mother, but here in India they use 

ultrasound clinics-to find out whether it is a female foetus so that Itt can be 

aborted. Though prenatal sex determination is illegal in the country, but who 

bothers about the law. This profitable nefarious business is increasing by 

leap and bounds resulting in steep decline in male-female ratio in the 

country, particularly in the northern and western regions of the country. 

Sir, today, 16 States, more specifically, 70 districts and 23 cities in 

the country, have a shocking sex ratio. If this is not taken seriously, 15 years 

later, the effect of what we see today will surface as a social unrest. 
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As per the census of 2001, the female population has sharply 

declined in Punjab, Haryana, Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Rajasthan, Gujarat, 

Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and other States disturbing the male-female 

ratio. But, despite this, the female foeticide is going unhindered. The sharp 

decline in the female population is going to create various social problems. 

Recently I read in a newspaper that the young men of Haryana are searching 

their brides in the nearby States like Orissa or Tripura, and they even look for 

tribal girls from Jharkhand. In Punjab, I heard that three brothers are having 

only one common wife, like Draupadi of Maharashtra. This is, certainly, going 

to create a law and order situation, particularly of sex-related crimes. Sir, the 

Outlook weekly magazine of 27
th
 February, 2006, carried an article titled 

'Death becomes her'. It said, "Punjab has the worst sex ratio in the country. 

The female foeticide is at an alarming high. Again, the worst culprits are the 

affluent people." 

According to a survey carried out in 2003, the sex ratio in different 

States was as follows: in Punjab, in 2003, it was 776 and, in 2001, it was 

793; in Himachal Pradesh, in 2003, it was 803; but in 2001, it was 897; in 

Haryana, in 2003, it was 807 and in 2001 it was 820; in Uttar Pradesh, in 

2003, it was 853 and in 2001, it was 916. Likewise, in other States like 

Rajasthan, Bihar and Gujarat also, the sex ratio declined drastically. 

According to the research findings published in a British Journal 'Lancet', the 

female foeticide accounts at least half a million missing female birth in India 

every year, and it also says that at least 10 million female foetuses might 

have been aborted in India in the last two decades. Ten million female 

foetuses have been aborted in India in the last two decades! 

Sir, in one of the villages in Punjab called Dhanduha, only one girl 

child has been born in the last six months, declining the sex ratio to 529 to 

1000 boys. This female foeticide goes on with the active participation of the 

district Health Departments, the Government nurses and Aayas. According to 

the history, in the past, they used to kill the newborn girls to protect them 

from Muslim invaders who used to. carry off girls as booty for their own 

pleasure or to sell them in the slave markets of the Middle-East. But, today, 

these female foeticides take place basically because of dowry. The parents of 

the girls are required to give a large amount of dowry when they have to get 

them married. So, they don't want to have any female child. Sometimes, the 

mother-in-law asks the daughter-in-law to give a male baby, as if she is 

manufacturing the baby. If not, she says that another wife would be brought 

to her son.   With this fear in mind, that lady goes to an 
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ultrasound clinic to see whether she is carrying a male foetus or a female 

foetus. The moment she comes to know that it is a female one, then, she gets 

it aborted. Sir, recently, I read in one of the magazines what a lady professor 

said. She says, "I had five abortions", because she found all of them to be 

females. She wanted a male child. I did ask a few people about this. Some 

people say that they want to have a male child because he can look after 

them in their old age. How many male children are looking after their parents 

today? There are an umpteen number of old-age homes today because old 

parents are not being looked after. In Bangalore, I had been to an old-age 

home, just last month. I could see so many old people there. Some people 

were there because they could not adjust with their daughters-in-law and 

some were there because they could not adjust with their sons. One person 

said his son was abroad, in Australia, and he called him up to enquire about 

his health once in a year. These are the sorts of sons we have. And then, 

they want a male child! In some cases, people say they want to have a son to 

lit their funeral pyre after their death. I wonder whether, if the girl lit it, the pyre 

would burn or not; will it not go to ashes? I appreciate the Madhya Pradesh 

girl about whom I read in the newspapers two years ago. A person who had 

died had only two daughters. He had no son. They were searching for his 

nephew who could come and lit his pyre. In the meanwhile, the elder 

daughter said, "I will lit the pyre". She did it and the body burnt into ashes. For 

that matter, had anybody, whether a boy or a girl, lit the pyre, the body would 

have got burnt into ashes. So, it does not mean that only a son can lit the 

pyre and perform the funeral rites.  A daughter can also do it. 

Sir, a sharp decline in female population is going to create various 

«ocial problems though our Government has recently amended the Pre-Natal 

Sex Determination Technique (Prevention) Act making punishment deterrent 

for pre-natal sex determination for which the much-needed lead was given by 

our esteemed leader, Shrimati Sonia Gandhi and also the hon. Prime 

Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh. But the implementation of the provision falls 

into the domain of the State Governments where the greed prevails. A deadly 

nexus between the Police, the ultrasound clinics and the families of pregnant 

women does exist and this nexus is responsible for the large-scale abortions 

of female foetuses in the country. The clinic owners claim that they do not 

conduct pre-natal sex determination tests, but the facts are otherwise. When 

a male foetus is detected, the family is greeted with \Jai Sriram'. And if the 

foetus is female, the family is greeted with Jai Mata Di' and the female foetus 

is aborted within no time.   So, the Police gets its 
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share and, therefore, keeps its eyes closed. So, for protecting the girl-child, 

the society has to be sensitised about the need of paving a girl-child and the 

love and affection she shows towards her parents, her brothers or the house 

where she is born and brought up. I am sure many of us here having a girl-

child will definitely know about the love and affection that a girl-child gives us. 

Sir, it is a matter of serious concern that though there are lakhs of 

ultrasound clinics, only a few thousand of them are registered. The 

prosecution figures are also very negligible. So, a national awareness 

campaign has to be launched to save the girl-child. Sir, unfortunately, the 

steep decline in the male-female ratio has already started showing its results 

in the form of steep increase in the cases of rape committed on girls and 

women across the country. The National Capital has been dubbed as the 

rape capital because there is no safety of girls. Sir, rape is the most inhuman 

and heinous crime against women whose whole life is shattered due to the 

lust of some male who is a sex maniac. In a village called Durjanpur in 

Haryana, not one girl is seen outside the house. So, they are all tucked inside 

the house. The girls Tare kept inside. They do not let them out. The name of 

Durjanpur sounds bad. I think, 'Durjan' means bad. It means, place of bad 

people. But, Durjanpur is a place of good people; it is a prosperous village. 

Unfortunately, an incident of sexual exploitation of a student of IXth standard 

of a Government Secondary School took place there. That incident shocked 

the people. It made them angry. As a result, the people of that village did not 

let their girls come out of their houses because of the fear. The sexual 

harassment of a girl in a Government Senior Secondary School at Durjanpur 

comes to light when the girl becomes pregnant, and tells her parents about 

that. When the Government is doing its best to see that the girls are 

educated, they become economically independent, every girl becomes 

literate in the country, these things happen in a Girls' Government School. 

The Maths teacher and the Physical Training Teacher raped the girl in the 

school by telling her that they will promote her* to the next class. When she 

became pregnant, she had to ten her parents what went wrong. The entire 

village was angry over this incident. Then, the culprits were arrested. 

Anyhow, despite the best efforts of the families, if a girl child is born 

in a family, then, the discrimination starts. The boy is looked after in one way 

and the girl is looked after in a different way. The girt chKd is subjected to 

discrimination. The girl is forced to do household chores. The 
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boy is given the best education and the best food. The girl is not sent to a 

good school. If at all they send her to a school, she will be sent to a very 

ordinary school. She hardly gets good food to eat. She is considered as 

'paraya dhan' which means, the product of other house. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI KALR\J MISHRA): She is called 

'paraya dhan'. 

SHRIMAT1 PREMA QARIAPPA: I think, 'paraya dhan' means, 

'product of other house'. She is married early. Though chHd marriage te 

illegal, nobody bothers about that. The VIPs go to attend these marriages and 

bless the young couples. This is very unfortunate. Though we have laws, 

these are not enforced properly. Sir, I was shocked to read a news report that 

an hon. Minister in Madhya Pradesh blessed the child marriage in his 

presence. Though deterrent punishment is prescribed by enacting a law 

during the last session, it is to be seen how effective this law will be. This law 

too was enacted due to the lead taken by Soniaji, for which the entire nation 

is thankful to her. Sir, the mindset in the society has to be changed so that 

equality is given to a girl. Our new dynamic Minister for Women and Child 

Development, Shrimati Renukaji has the requisite will and guts to ensure that 

the girl child gets her due respect in the society. I wish her all the success in 

her endeavour to eliminate pre-natal sex determination tests and to get equal 

treatment to the girl child In the society. 

Now, Sir, I am coming to another serious issue pertaining to the girl 

child, i.e., trafficking and commercial sexual exploitation of girl child in 

brotheis, in and around important tourist destinations, hotels, etc. Sir, girl child 

trafficking is going on a very large scale in the country because a girl fetches 

more money from clients in comparison to women sex workers. The pimps 

and anti-social elements have, in fact, set up a network. The small and young 

girls are lured away from villages by promising them good jobs and good life. 

Here, they sell them and force them into flesh trade. Girls of tender age are 

also being smuggled from the neighbouring countries of Nepal, Bangladesh, 

etc., for commercial sexual exploitation. The gangs are active in the country 

who kidnap young girls and force them into flesh trade. Though tourism is 

very essential for our economy but some sections of domestic and foreign 

tourists are involved in sex abuse and this fact is an open secret in Goa, 

Kerala, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, Orissa, Rajasthan and other 

tourist places. We cannot and should not doubt every tourist, but in Goa and 

other places, tourists are found in the company of young girls in the hotels.   

Many tourists were also apprehended but soop 
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they were out on bail and fled the country. The same tourists will be there 

after a few months. Reports suggest that some tourists were even prosecuted 

in other countries like Thailand, etc. but they have made Goa and a few other 

places as their favourite destinations so that they could get involved in child 

sex abuse. Of course not only the tourists but also the providers, namely, 

pimps and middlemen should be hanged and dealt with sternly. Sir, another 

worry is about the girl child born to sex workers who grows in such an 

atmosphere that she ends up becoming sex worker. So, I will request the 

hon. Minister to take care of the girl child born to a sex worker to ensure that 

she is saved from being another sex worker, by initiating welfare measures 

and educational prospects to her. Sir, another cause of worry about the girl 

child is that she is being abused even by her own people who are supposed 

to protect her, who are her kith and kin, relatives, cousins, etc. When she is 

abused by her near and dear ones, she is even forced not to disclose her 

abuse on the plea of social stigma. Even fathers, stepfathers are not sparing 

the young girls. In certain cases deterrent punishment, including capital 

punishment, can reduce this menace to some extent. 

[MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair] 

I had last time said that such rapists should be castrated and left so 

that till they live it will remind them of their crime. Two days back there was a 

news item in the print media that a stepfather raped his stepdaughter while 

she was in sleep. Such people should be punished severely. Then comes the 

plight of the girl who is physically challenged, more so who is blind or 

mentally retarded who has to fight not only her handicap but also the abuse 

which she is subjected to. Special plans have to be prepared for them and 

implemented seriously. In short, the girl child is most unwanted, abused and 

most neglected one in our male dominated society. She has to be given 

protection, education, employment, and progressive opportunities to fight 

injustice. 

Sir, I commend the Bill for consideration of the House.

all, I rise to thank Prema Cariappaji, Mrs. Maya Singhji and our esteemed 

brother, Faguni Ramji, for having raised this very crucial issue of the girl 

child, the discrimination that~she suffers from, and the violation of her rights. I 

only wish there were more Members of Parliament who would have stayed 

back and addressed this issue.

Sir, this was because of the property rights. Today, when there are 

no large land holdings, when there is further fragmentation of small land 

holdings, when women have come in to play their role, that kind of 

discrimination is outdated and really needs to be done away with. 

Shri Rajiv Gandhi recognized the importance of women. Pt. 

Jawaharlal Nehru is on record where he had praised women and mentioned 

categorically the role that they played in the history of India and in India's 

future. Rajiv Gandhiji enshrined that into a Constitutional amendment, 

whereby today one million women are empowered to go to polls at the 

grassroot Panchayat levels. Why were these women given opportunities? 

Was it merely to replace men? Was it done only as populism, a tokenism? 

Not at all! It was done because it was recognized, and rightly so, that in order 

to have a really developed nation, to have an equitable society, you must 

involve, what is deemed as half the global population, fifty per cent, of 

women. 
 
Sir, lack of a woman's point of view and perception has resulted in 

framing of laws, which have negated us and hurt us in our societal build up. 
Look at the kind of imbalance. Today, when India stands tall, showing a 
growth of 8.6 per cent in its markets, showing bullish trends in the share 
market, why is it that women are being killed again and again? Some of this 
has been a ritual and a practice. Most of this has been endorsed by movies, 
the visual media, superstition and blind beliefs in something that is simply not 
there.

Sir, amniocentesis was a revolutionary breakthrough in medical 

care. Globally, there was a perception that women married later and then, 
their reproductive years quite often gave a genetic disadvantage where a 
child could be born with the Down's Syndrome. It is to remove that horrifying 
disease, or to be able to detect it, that this amniocentesis test was brought in, 
where the foetal fluid is taken in order to diagnose the disease. Instead, 
today, we have been forced to bring in the PMDT Act 
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which, as Shrimati Cariappa rightly pointed out, have shown woeful, poor and 

negligent results in any kind of prosecution, as a result of which people 

continue to murder small children, who have not even had the right to be 

bom. It is in-utero murder as I view mis PMDT facility, where parents are 

choosing their children, just as you would go to the market and choose your 

vegetables, or your toilet soaps or toothpaste. It is a sad statement on human 

values that a supposedly progressive India is showing today. 
Sir, I would want all Members here to take a pledge with us today that each 
one of us will use our public offices to ban this heinous crime. We all know 
that under the IPC section even if you have not committed the murder but you 
are witness to a murder, you are liable to prosecution. So, how is it that when 
somebody murders a girl child, a society gets away with it, worse that they 
celebrate it? What is not known to many people is, today this is a great 
industry and business. To kill an infant child, families go to detection centres 
and they do not know that in the greed of earning that money, which they pay 
for the detection and nobody can afford to go for a second opinion, not only 
the girl children but even their sons are being killed and murdered in the 
hands of greedy practitioners who have misused this technology against trie 
girl child. When you look at the poverty, illiteracy that is reigning in three-
fourths of our country even today, how do we make it an equitable society by 
encouraging girls to come forward? How do we support and form structures 
which will protect the girl child from the time of her btrtfi until the time of her
