TRIGUNA SEN): (a) Such reports are
published by different scientific and
technological ~ departments, organisations,
research institutes, laboratories etc. Precise
information relating to the number of these
reports is not readily available.

(b) The question of preparing an annual
report covering the developments in different
fields of science and technology in the country
was considered by the Scientific Advisory
Committee to the Cabinet who felt that
entrusting the work to any one department
would delay matters and might not give
adequate coverage to all subjects. It was,
therefore, decided that different scientific
departments, organisations”" laboratories, re-
search- institutes, etc., under different
Ministries  should continue to prepare
brochures annually in regard to the work done
by them.
