Need to Modernise Delhi Police in view of
increasing crime in Delhi

SHRI JAI PRAKASH AGGARWAL (NCT of Delhi): Sir, | would like
to draw the attention of the House to the rising incidence of crimes in
Delhi. Unfortunately, in spite of various steps taken by the Delhi
Police, many cases of rape have occurred recently, in quick
succession, that reflects callousness on the part of the law enforcing
agencies, besides, creating a sense of fear and helplessness
amongst ordianry citizens, as they receive wide media coverage
Incidents of rapes, robberies, snatchings and terrorism increased
substantially in 2005, virtually labelling Delhi as the crime capital of
the country. While rape cases increased by more than 18 per cent,
the city witnessed an increase of 11.71 percent in burglaries, 10.43
per cent increase in robberies, and an astounding 47.48 per cent
increase in cases of snatchings in the year 2005. However, cases of
dacoity, murder, and attempt to murder have decreased by 10.34 per
cent, 2.89 per cent and 11.46 per cent respectively. There are
numerous instances wherein perpetrators of crime against women
and older persons who are residing alone have been able to get
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away with the crime due to lack of timely intervention by the police.
Sir, therefore, there is an urgent need to modernize and equip the
Delhi Police. All the police stations in Delhi should not only be
computerized but also be linked by a local area network and a wide
area network. The global positioing system’ should be immediately
introduced to track movement of PCR vans in a bid to reduce reaction
time for distress calls. Thank you, Sir.
