(c) The fleet tug available with the Navy 
is made use to the extent practicable for 
helping vessels in distress.

The issue price of 
imported wheat for supply from central stocks 
to all State  Governments and Union

increased with effect from 15th November, 
1966. 

(b) The increase in the issue price of 
imported wheat has been necessitated in order 
to narrow down tha gap between the low 
price of imported wheat and the price of 
indigenous1 wheat and also to reduce the 
amount of subsidy being borna by the Central 
Government.
