(a) what are the causes of the derailment 
of the passenger train bound for Surat from 
Bhusawal on. the 17th December, 1966; and 

(b) what was the loss of life and Railway  
property? 

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
C. M. POONACHA): (a) According to the 
provisional finding of the Additional 
Commissioner of Railway Safety, Bombay, 
who he'd a statutory enquiry into this accident, 
the derailment was due to the fracture of a rail 
under load. 

(b) Fifteen persons were killed. 
The cost of damage to railway pro 
perty was estimated at approximately 
Rs.  2,80,000.

Agreement was signed in New De hi between 
India and Sudan on the 10th December, 1966. 
It provides for import of cotton from Sudan 
and export of a number of items from India 
including tea, jute manufactures, spices, 
textiles, engineering and chemical goods. 

The current level of trade exchanges 
between the two countries is of the  order  of
