SHRI K. C. PANT: Sir, I have n» 
information on that. 

SHRI ARJUN ARORA: May 1 know, Sir, 
if it is a fact that a committee appointed by the 
Government went into the wage structure of 
Government presses, and the wage scale of 
binders in the Government of India presses 
were increased on the recommendation of that 
committee? May I know if Government has 
any intention of appointing a committee for 
binders and other workers in other categories 
in other Ministries which have raised such 
demands? 

SHRI K. C. PANT: Sir, it is true that the 
committee had recommended an increase in 
the scales of binders m the Government of 
India presses, and their recommendations 
were implemented. Thereafter, the 
Government imposed a ban on the revision of 
pay structures of posts at all levels for some 
time. That ban is still in operation. Therefore, 
this matter cannot be considered at this stage. 

SHRI ARJUN ARORA: May I know, Sir, 
if the removal of that ban is under 
consideration of the Government? 

SHRI K. C. PANT: Sir, it holds 
good up to 30th June, 1967 and, as 
matters stand, probably it may be ex 
tended. ,
