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Bhupesh Gupta has already put the
question but the hon. Minister has not
answered it. The question is  this.
Does he propose to stop the emigra-
tion to England of students or rather
the sons-in-law of rich fathers-in-law
or the sons of rich fathers to emigrate
in this manner? Does he intend to
stop the emigration of such students
to the United Kingdom to read for the
Bar, that is to say, read for barrister-
ship? Now my second question is this.
These barristers as such constitute a
dying phenomenon and yet some peo-
ple send their wards to read for the
Bar and thus they try to encourage and
keep alive this extinct species of law-
years calleq barristers. Will the hon.
Minister say whether he will give a
further fillip to this extinct species
of lawyers called barristers and thus
allow this huge drain on the foreign
exchange resources of India? That is
my specific question. Wil he answer
it?

MR. CHAIRMAN:

MANUFACTURE OF RESISTIVITY METERS

*200. SHRI M. C. SHAH: Will the
Minister of EDUCATION be pleased
to state whether it is a fact that the
National Geophysical Research Insti-
tute, Hyderabad hag manufactured Re-
sistivity Meters to find out wunder-
ground water resources?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION
(SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD)
Yes, Sir. The Institute has made a
few Resistivity Meters for their geo-
physical field investigations, The ins-
truments provide information about
the electrical properties of subsurface
strata. Under favourable conditions.
this information can be interpreted in
terms of the nature and extent of
underground water.

SHRI M. C. SHAH: May I know
Sir, whether these resistivity meters
have been tried on a major scale,
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whether they have been actually ysed
on a major scale, and, if so, whether
their forecast hag been found to be
correct?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD:
Sir, the Institute has made in the
first batch 5 of them and 3 are being
used by the Institute, 1 in the Benaras
Hindu University and the other has
been given to the Government of My-
sore. In the second batch the Insti-
tute proposes to make 20 of them., So
far as the forecast is concerned, these
forecasts are based on scientific in-
formation and data and as far as they

phave been experimented with, we

find that they give good informa-
tion.
SHRI M. C. SHAH: What is the

capacity of these meters? Up to what
depth do these meters find out under-
ground water resources?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD:
They can do it up to 250 metres un-
dey favourable conditions and give us
information,

SHRI DALPAT SINGH: From
which country are these meters im-
ported and how much foreign ex-
change have we to pay for them?

SHRI BHAGWAT JHA AZAD:
Sir, they are made in this country
and they are 100 per cent indigenous.
The cost is about Rs. 3.000. Only 1 per
cenl of the raw material which comes
to about Rs. 30 is imported from out-
side, even less than Rs. 30.
