THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI L. N. 
MISHRA): (a) Out of the 8235 loan accounts 
(of which 3167 pertained to the Western 
Region and 5068 to the Eastern Region) 
outstanding as on 1st January 1964, the 
number of accounts written off in part or in 
full since that date upto 31st October 1966 
are 2978 (of which 1844 pertained to the 
Western Region and 1134 to the "Eastern 
Region). A State-wise record has  not  been  
maintained. 

(b) The "writing off" of loans either in 
part or in full, is an administrative act of 
Government and, as such, no certificates are 
issued to the ioanees.
