(a) whether it is a fact that a Recreation 
Club is proposed to be built for the 
Jaduguda Mines officials who are only 
about 70 in number at an estimated cost of 
20 lakhs; and 

(b) if so. whether the construction work 
has. started? 

THE PRIME MINISTER AND 
MINISTER OF ATOMIC ENERGY 
(liHHiMATl IND.RA GANDHI): (a) and (b) 
A recreation club-nun-guest house has been 
constructed at Jauuguda at a cost of Rs. 8.38 
lakhs. T.ie c ub at present caters to the needs 
of about 200 personnel of the Mil, the M ne 
and other offices of the D..-partmtnt of 
Atomic Energy located nearby and their 
families. A few rooms in the club building 
are used as a guest house for visiting officers. 

SHRI N. R. M. SWAMY: May I know, 
Sir, the break-up 01 the recreation club as 
well as the guest rooms there which cost 
about Rs. eight lakhs odd? 

SHRIMATI INDIRA GANDHI: I don't 
have the break-up; the officers" club-cum-
guest house together has cost Rs. 8.38 lakhs 
as I have already mentioned. I am sorry, Sir, I 
do not have the break-up because, 1 think, 
this is al' one building. The other building 's 
that of the workers' club which  has   cost   
Rs.   2,60,000. 

SHRI N. R. M. SWAMY: What is the area 
occupied by the recreation, club which at 
pressnt caters to the needs of about of 200 
officers? 

SHRIMATI INDIRA GANDHI: I am 
sorry I did not hear the question. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Would you please 
repeat the question? 

SHRI N. R. M. SWAMY: What would be 
the area that would be occupied by the 
officers so far as the recreation club te 
concerned because the recreation club-cum-
guest house has together cost about Rs. eight 
lakhs odd? So I like to know how much 
portion will be occupied by the officers there. 

SHRIMATI INDIRA GANDHI: Sir, it is 
one building. So T am sorry I do not have the 
separate figures. But I can give the number. 
There were 200 pereohne1 of the mill, officer 
class, and 800 of the workers.
