THE MINISTER OF TOURISM AND 
CIVIL AVIATION (DR. KARAN SINGH): 
(a) During the period 1st May 1965 to 30th 
April 1967, eight members of Indian Airlines 
Corporation crew viz., two Pilots, one Co-
pilot, two Pilots under training, one Flight 
Engineer and two Cabin Attendants, died in 
accidents. 

(b) A sum of Rs. 6.82 lakhs was paid to 
their relations as compensation. 

SURVEY OF INDIAN FORESTS

Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Uttar 
Pradesh, Maharashtra, Andhra Pradesh, 
Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Kerala and Myosre, 
with the assistance of FAO and U.N.D.P.
