It bhas been carried forward in the Second
Plan that fishermen’s co-operatives are
to be formed and that all the improvements
in this sphere have to be continued through
the fishermen’s co-operative societies. The
Government has invested so much amount
as grants and loans to these fishermen’s
co-operatives,. May 1 know what is the
reaction of the Government to such co-
operative socicties being formed and whe-
ther the Government have received any
complaints LI . .
