THE LEADER OF THE OPPOSITION (SHRI JASWANT SINGH): Mr. Chairman,
Sir, the notice for suspension of Question Hour was never an ordinary event and I
personally have never treated it as a casual notice that should be given. We are all
persuaded that a situation has arisen in which there is a need to suspend the Question Hour
and for a discussion to commence immediately, the discussion should be attended
and responded to, either by the Leader of House himself or by the distinguished Home Minister
or by the Leader of the other House because what we are subject to today, Sir, in Doda—I
wont cite the earlier incidents because they then become a matter of discussion—that
thirty-six of our citizens were killed. Thereafter Sir, as BJP undertook a Dharna in Doda in
protest against the killings for those killings were acts of terrorism. Thereafter again on
that Dharna itself, a grenade attack takes place at 11.30 in the morning. What are we
withessing, Sir? It is my submission to you and to the House in utmost seriousness that
what we are witnessing today in Doda and have been witnessing deliberately over the years is
a combination of virtually a four- fold attack. We are subject, Sir, to a genocide, we are
subject simultaneously to ethnic cleansing, we are subject for both these through the acts
of terrorism and the fourth, Sir, which is really most distressing and most painful, which
above all warrants a discussion and clarifications and recommendations from the
Government are what...
