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coming within the purview of this question to 
that a detailed reply can be given. 

SUPPLY OF UNIFORMS TO STAFF OF CENTRAL 
RAILWAY 

♦932. SHRI D. THENGARI : Will the 
Minister of RAILWAYS be pleased to state : 

(a) whether majority of staff on Central 
Railway have not been supplied uniforms for 
some years; and 

(b) when the staff on the Central Railway 
will be supplied uniforms for  1965? 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (DR. RAM 
SUBHAG SINGH) : (a) No, Sir. Against a 
total demand of 57,623 garments for the 
winter of 1964-65, only 1,452 khaki woollen 
serge garments could not be supplied on 
account of difficulty in procurement of re-
quisite cloth. 

(b) For the requirement of summer 1965 
and winter 1965-66, 75 per cent and 50 per 
cent respectively of the garments have been 
supplied. The balance could not be supp'ied 
due to enormous increase in the number of 
garments as a result of revised Dress 
Regulations and standardisation of uniforms 
based on the recommendations of the 
Uniforms Committee set up by the 
Government. 

In view of the present emergency and drive 
for stringent economy, instructions were 
issued recently to revert to earlier scales if 
less liberal than the revised scales, as a result 
of which the uniforms which still remain 
unsupplied will not now be issued. 

SHRI D. THENGARI : How many re-
commendations of the Uniforms Committee 
have been implemented so far and how many 
others are awaiting imp'ementation and may I 
also know whether on all these zones the 
implementation is of a uniform pattern ? 

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Regarding 
the exact number of the recommendations 
which have not been implemented, I require 
notice. But an effort has been made by all the 
Railways to implement them as fully as 
possible, subject to the limitations that I 
mentioned—virtually by all the Rail- 

ways including the Central Railway about 
which this question has been put. And there is 
a big figure. If the hon. Member is interested, 
I will lay it on the Table of the House. 

SHRI D. THENGARI: It may kindly be 
laid on the Table of the House. 

My second question is whether in luly, 
1965 the Administration had issued any 
directive pertaining to this subject and, if so 
whether it was in contravention of. or n 
keeping with, the recommendations of the 
Uniforms Committee. 

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : That is 
precisely what I read out that this recom-
mendation which came into effect in 1963 
was- withdrawn recently due to these eco-
nomic difficulties. 

SHRI  D. THENGARI :     May  I know 
if these recommendations have not been 
implemented, in what other ways com-
pensation would be paid to that extent— or 
relief would be paid—to the affected 
employees ? 

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH :  For the 
time being, there is no proposal regarding that 
because one can appear in his own -loth, 
though not of the category of railway 
employees. But the moment this economic 
difficulty is over, we shall consider all these 
suggestions 
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SATHE : In view of requests all the time, may 
I know from the hon. Minister whether these 
bearers and all these people are supplied with 
woollen clothes when they have to work in 
this cold weather ? 

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : There is a 
suggestion; the Committee had suggested that 
the bearers should be provided with woollen 
jersies those of a particular type, so that they 
may not get spoiled, and subject to that, we 
wi'l make an effort to see that they are 
supplied. 

SHRI LOKANATH MISRA :    May    I 
know ti the hon. Railway Minister would 
mink it advisable that a set of uniforms should 
be supplied to each of the Railway Ministers 
here so that they will come to know about the 
quality and the timing of the supply of the 
uniforms? 

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : This is a 
suggestion which will be considered.

EXISTENCE OF IRON, SULPHUR AND OIL IN 

GULF OF CAMBAY 
♦934. SHRI M. C. SHAH : Will the 

Minister of MINES AND METALS be 
pleased to state : 

(a) whether it is a fact that Indian and 
French scientists have ascertained that there is 
iron and sulphur in the Gulf of Cambay in 
addition to oil; and 

(b) if so, the details in this regard? 

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF MINES AMD METALS 
(SYED AHMED MEHDI) : (a) and (b) The 
hon. Member is presumably referring to the 
seismic surveys carried out in the 

off-shore region of the Gulf of Cambay by 
Russian seismic crew and technicians. No 
French scientists were associated in these oflf-
shoie investigations. The final result of the 
surveys which are still in progress will not be 
available until about the middle of 1967. 
There is no present information about iron 
and sulphur, in the Guli of Cambay, besides 
oil. 

SHRI M. C. SHAH : May I know whether 
any assessment has been made about the 
nature of these deposits in the team and what 
will be the cost of taking them out and how 
will they compare with the  existing  market 
prices ? 

SYED AHMED MEHDI : As I have said 
Sir, the survey is still going on and we will 
not have the report till the end of 
1967. 

SHRI M. C. SHAH:    May    I    know 
whether these sc.entists have obtained ^for-
mation regarding the Indian Ocean and the i 
Arabian Sea ? 

SYED AHMED MEHDI : Not yet. They 
are only doing the survey along the west 
coast. 

SHRI M. C. SHAH : May I know whether 
the scientists have opined that as a result of 
the working of the atomic reactor near 
Bombay the radio-active matter that will be 
released in the sea will create a new and 
difficult problem for India ? 

SYED AHMED MEHDI : We have no 
information about it. 

SHRI M. M. DHARIA : May we know 
whether the Ministry has got any schemes or 
plans about the surveys that are made in the 
country or whether the surveys are carried out 
only at the instance of the State Governments 
? 

SHRI S. K. DEY : The Geological Survey of 
India is a national institution re ponsi-ble for 
mapping out underground materials ■ and 
underground  ores all over the country.
