STUDENT WASTAGE IN TECHNICAL
INSTITUTES

175. SHRI S. K. VAISHAMPA-
YEN: Will the Minister of EDUCA-
TION be pleased to refer to the re-
port on the high incidence of student
wastage in technical institutes pre-
pared by the Institute of Applied
Manpower and state the Imeasures
which Government propose to take to
minimise this wastage?

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION
(SHRI M. C. CHAGLA): The pro-
blem of wastage in Technical Institu-
tions has been engaging the attention
of the Central Government for quite
a long time. On the recommendation
of the All India Council for Technical
Education several measures have been
taken to improve the quality of Tech-
nical Education in order to reduce
wastage even before the Institute of
Applied Manpower Research published
its report. These measures include
provision of adequate instructional
facilities, training of teachers and im-
provement of their pay scales provi-
sion of staff quarters and hostel faci-
lities for students, revision of curri-
cula and syllabi and holding of sup-
plementary examinations, etc.

Brain DrRAIN FrROM INDIA

176. SHRI M. C. SHAH: Will the
Minister of HOME AFFAIRS be
pleased to state the extent of “Brain
Drain” from India especially in the
fields like engineering, medicine, etc?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER OF
HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI V. C.
SHUKLA): By the term, ‘brain
drain’, the hon. Member presumably
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means a persistent and more or less
bermanent loss (by emigration) of
highly talented and qualified Indian
manpower. Precise information is not
available but, if the generally rising
trend in the number of candidates
entering the Scientists’ Pool is any in-
dication, it appears that the extent of
‘brain drain’, such as there is, is not
abnormal in quantitative terms.

(¢) The Council has posted three
lecturers in the Caribbean Area and
has selected a Hindi Professor for the
University of Bucharest Rumania
The salaries of Lecturers in Ceylon
and Itlay are also subsidised by the
Council. At the head office, this
work is being handleq by a Pro-
gramme Officer assisted by an Organi-
ser, in addition to other duties.
