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Council of Scientific and Industrial Re-
search. Another proposal to locate a part of
the National Biological Laboratory for work
on Animal Genetics at Tarikhct or Ranikhet
in Almora district or near Baldia-khan in
Nainital district is under consideration.

(b) Preliminary discussions with the U.P.
Government for providing land for the
above two laboratories have been held. No
final decision has yet been taken on these
laboratories.

WORKERS OF DELHI CLOTH MILLS

637. SHRI S. C. DEB: Will the Minister of

well as strike. The dispute has been referred
to an Industrial Tribunal for adjudication.
