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NTHE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI 
V.C.SHUKLA): (a) and(b) The recommen-
dations of the Study Team on Prohibition for 
massive propaganda and educational work 
for creating a social climate for prohibition 
by official and non-official agencies have 
generally been accepted by the State 
Oovernments but details have to be worked 
out and discussed with them. The Central 
Government have initiated a pilot project for 
educational work on prohibition in the shape 
of Nasha Bandi LokKarya Kshetras. These 
Kshetras are run by voluntary non-official 
organisations. The expenditure on each 
Kshetras is limited to Rs. 5,000 per annum 
and is met by the Centre and States in the 
ratio of 60:40. The All India Prohibition 
Council which is a central coordinating body 
for non-official organisations working for 
prohibition has also been given a grant-in-
aid to enable it to function more effectively.]
