(b) Excavations at Kalibangan, District
Ganganagar, Rajasthan, have brought to
light a full-fledged settlement of the Indus
Civilization, dating to circa 2350-1900 B.C.,
and an earlier civilization going back by
another 200-300 years.

The remains of the Indus Civilizations
comprise a township, with a regular layout
of the streets north-south and east-west, and
a fortified Citadel where the ruler might
have lived.

out and discussed with them. The Central
Government have initiated a pilot project for
educational work on prohibition in the shape
of Nasha Bandi LokKarya Kshetras. These
Kshetras are run by voluntary non-official
organisations. The expenditure on each
Kshetras is limited to Rs. 5,000 per annum
and is met by the Centre and States in the
ratio of 60:40. The All India Prohibition
Council which is a central coordinating body
for non-official organisations working for
prohibition has also been given a grant-in-
aid to enable it to function more effectively.]
