THE MINISTER OF EXTERNAL

available. This is further proof of Sino-Pak 
collusion. 

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL : From time to time 
reports are coming in the Press about 
Pakistan-China collusion and we have to ask 
only small questions to elicit information. 
May I ask the hon. Minister if he would 
circulate for public information the details of 
Pakistan-China collusion in various spheres 
so that the public here and abroad can learn 
to what extent it has gone? 

SARDAR SWARAN SINGH : Collusion 
is generally inferred from circumstances and 
it is very difficult to list in a chronological 
order all these things and I think the latest 
display of Chinese-made arms in their parade 
should not leave the world in any doubt 
about the type of relationship that exists 
today between China and Pakistan. 

SHRI B. K. P. SINHA : The question 
relates to training in guerrilla warfare. I do 
not know why it was put to the External 
Affairs Ministry and not to the Defence 
Ministry. Anyway, may I know if there if 
any unit in any Ministry of the Government 
of India to deal with insurgency and counter-
insurgency ? Has any step been taken or is 
any step being taken for training in guerrilla 
warfare and anti-guerrilla warfare and profit 
especially from the experience gained by 
nations in countering guerrilla warfare ?
