(1) FAMINE SITUATION IN THE MYSORE STATE

SHrRi MULKA GOVTNDA REDDY
(Mysore) : Madam Deputy Chairman, I, along
with four other Opposition Members belonging
to all the Parties here, have tabled a calling
attention motion regarding the acute famine
situation that is obtaining in Mysore State.
Mysore State is in the grip of a famine. "Praja
Vani", a responsible Kannada leading daily, of
Bangalore, which is not a friend of the PSP,
has reported in its issues of 18th August, 23rd
August and 25th August, 1966, regarding
starvation deaths that had occurred in Mandya
and Ramnagaram in Bangalore district and
Bangalore city proper. Again, on the 30th
August, 1966, the "Praja Vani" has reported
that five people died in a village near Mysore.
Therefore, I would like to call the attention of
the Government to this. Madam, the situation
is really very serious. The State Government
appears to be complacent and callous and
proper and adequate relief measures have not
been undertaken. The Government of India is
also not taking as much interest as it should
particularly when food is controlled and when
the people of Mysore State for the third year
continuously are suffering on account of
famine situation that is obtaining in the State. I
would like to call the Government's attention
to investigate into these matters and make a
statement, and I would also like to urge upon
the Government to take adequate steps to
provide food and drinking water to the people
of Mysore State who are in the grip of famine.
