However, in order to 
intensify farm broadcasting and to feed an 
agriculturally homogeneous area with 
problem-oriented programmes, ten 
intensive Far mand Home Broadcasting 
Units have been established at the 
following Stations :—

3 Patna 8. Trichur 
4 Poona 9. Varanasi 
5 Raipur 10. Vijayawada. 

(b) The main features of the intensive 
farm and home programmes are that they 
provide information to the farmers of a 
specific homogeneous area so that they 
are able to solve their problems. In the 
areas around the Stations mentioned 
above these units are also providing 
intensive informational/educational 
support to the high-yield'ng varieties 
programmes of the Ministry of Food and 
Agriculture. A large number of farmers of 
the areas covered are participating in. the 
programmes. Thus a two-way traffic is 
being developed between the farmers on 
the one s:de and the All India Radio 
Stations on the other.
