THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI SHAM 
NATH): (a) The contract system for 
handling of goods at certain stations has been 
in force on S.E. Railway for a long time. It 
has recently been decided to extend this 
system to some other stations also where 
goods/parcel handling is being done by 
departmental labour. 

(b) So far at 4 stations where contract 
system has recently been introduced, 63 
departmental hamals and 51 casual labourers 
have been rendered surplus. At 5 other 
stations where the contract system is being 
extended in the near future the number of 
casual labourers likely to be rendered surplus 
is 45. Of the departmental hamals rendered 
surplus 48 have already been absorbed. 
Efforts are being made to absorb the balance 
of departmental hamals as well as casual   
labourers. 

(c) The amount spent on employing 
labour as per existing arrangements at 4 
stations where contract system has recently 
been introduced and at 5 more stations where 
it is to be introduced in the near future is
