Information for the periods prior
to 1956 and subsequent to 1961 is not
available.

(¢) Remittances of profits (including ac-
cumulated profits) and dividends by foreign
controlled companies to all countries during
the period 1956-57 to 1964-65 amounted
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to Rs. 267-3 crores. In regard to oil
companies, the data represent remittable
profits and dividends and not actual remit-
tances. The data for the period prior to
1956-57 are not available. The information
about remittances of profits to the Western
countries alone is not readily avaiable.

(d) According to the available informa-
tion total remittances on account of interest
paid on loans obtained from abroad for the
use of the public and private sectors during
the period 1956-57 to 1964~65 amounted to
Rs. 292-8 crores and Rs. 58+8 crores res~
pectively.
