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"The Ram Kishan Government is faced 
with a piqu*ant situation: the Planning 
Commission is compelling it to raise its tax 
revenues but the Congress Legislature Party 
is unanimously opposed to this step."

In 
that connection, did the Planning Commission 
insist on these great expectations from the 
States?
