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WATER   bUPPLY   IN   R.   K.   PURAM's   NEW 
QUARTERS 

•15. SHRI U. S. PATIL: Will the Minister 
of WORKS AND HOUSING be pleased to 
refer to the reply given to Starred Question 
No. 778 in the Rajya Sabha on 22nd 
September, 1965 and state whether water has 
since been .supplied to the newly constructed 
•quarters in Ramakrishnapuram, New Delhi; if 
not, when it is likely to be supplied? 

THE MINISTER OF WORKS AND 
HOUSING (SHRI MEHR CHAND 
KHANNA): Work on providing a booster 
pump is in progress. The Municipal 
Corporation of Delihi expect to complete the 
work and to make available water supply on a 
restricted biaris in Sectors V and VH of Rama-
krishnapuram during this month. It is only in 
these two Sectors that the quarters have 
remained unoccupied on account of lack of 
water. 

 

 
SHRI B. K. GAIKWAD: May I know how 

long it will take for the Government to 
provide water as well as electricity so that 
these quarters will be used by the people? 

SHRI MEHR CHAND KHANNA: The 
question of electricity does not arise at all 
because electricity is available. The supply of 
water by the Government now does not arise 
because the supply will be made by the Delhi 
Municipal Corporation. 
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SHRI D. B. DESAI: May I know the 
reason why water supply has not been made 
up till now? 

SHRI MEHR CHAND KHANNA: 
Shortage of water. 

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL: It is obvious from the 
replies given by the hon. Minister that he is at 
the suffering end so far as water is concerned. 
May I ask him if he shares the hope of the 
Health Ministry that the Dharma Vira 
Committee will be able to help him? 

SHRI MEHR CHAND KHANNA: Now 
that this question has been raised, I would 
take the    House into 

confidence. Alter these questions were asked 
in this House and the other House, I wrote to 
the Prime Minister and suggested to him that a 
High Power Committee should be set up, so 
that the entire question of the supply of water 
in Delhi is taken up. Now, a Committee has 
been set up under the Chairmanship of the 
Cabinet Secretary. The Ministries of Health, 
Finance, I believe, Irrigation and Power, and 
Works and Housing are all on the Committee. 
We earnestly hope that we will get the report 
of the Committee soon and we will be able to 
take some effective steps soon. 

SHRI I. K. GUJRAL: Sir, on a point of 
order. Two hon. Ministers have made two 
contradictory ' statements on the floor of this 
House. The hon. Minister has said that the 
Committee will submit a report, whereas the 
hon. Deputy Health Minister said that the 
Committee was not called upon to submit a 
report. May I ask him which of them is 
misleading the House? 

SHRI MEHR CHAND KHANNA: I think 
there is some confusion. A committee might 
have been set up by the Ministry of Health. I 
have no idea about it. I have made a cate-
gorical statement and I stand by it that I did 
write to the Prime Minister of India and told 
him about the feelings of the House and the 
difficulties that were being experienced in 
regard to shortage of water and the non-
allotment of quarters. I had made certain 
suggestions. It is on the basis of that 
suggestion, I believe, that this rew Committee 
under the Cabinet Secretary has been 'set . up. 
When they will submit their report or to whom 
they submit their report, I do expect some 
results from that Committee. What is the sense 
in setting up a committee, if it is not going to 
produce some tangible results?
