UNIDENTIFIED SUBMARINES NEAR ANDAMAN 
AND NICOBAR

number of unidentified submarines have been 
noticed near Andaman and Nicobar Islands; 

(b) if so, what is the number of such 
submarines; 

(c) whether the nationality of these

THE MINISTER OF DEFENCE (SHRI Y. B. 
CHAVAN) : (a) to (c) On two occasions, 
submarines were sighted in the Andaman and 
Nicobar waters. Both the sightings were in 
March, 1965 and it is not known whether the 
sightings were of the same submarine. As the 
submarines dived immediately on being 
spotted, it was not possible to identify their 
nationality. 

(d) All possible steps have been taken for 
the purpose of strengthening the security of 
the Andaman and Nicobar Islands, but it will 
not be in the public interest to disclose the 
details of these measures.
