THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI KALRAJ MISHRA) in the Chair 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI KALRAJ MISHRA ): Let us continue 
with the discussion. Shri Ram Jethmalani. 

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI (Maharashtra): Mr Vice-Chairman, Sir, I 
am grateful to you for giving me this opportunity to extend my support 
to the Motion of Thanks which this august House is considering. But, 
Sir, it must be understood that when we ask by a motion thanks for 
the President, in Constitutional reality, we are asking an approval of 
the Government's performance in the past and the sincerity of their 
promises for the future. Judged in this way, Sir, I have no doubt at all 
that the Motion of Thanks does require to be fully supported for its 
verty first line which starts with a sense of optimism with which we 
look forward to the new year. 

Sir, the common man looks forward with optimism only when our 
economic situation is something to be proud about. And, of course, 
politicians have other criteria of making judgment. One thing must be 
said that our economic achievement of 5 per cent growth which was 
available during almost a decade has now risen to 7.5 per cent during 
the last year and is poised to reach 8-8.5 per cent in the current year. 
I think, it excites 
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the envy of the whole world and, certainly, calls for gratitude of the common 
man in this country. 

Sir, I understand, and this figure has not been contradicted by any one, 
that the savings rate is now over 29 per cent and the investment rate has 
gone up to 31 per cent. And what is still heart warming is that the inflation 
rate bears a very benign and a tolerable look. 

Sir, the second thing about which I would congratulate the Government, 
and, therefore, heartily thank the President for his speech is that our 
democracy has survived all threats and no basic feature of our Constitution 
has been diluted or tinkered with. Aregime of transparency and accountability 
has been instituted. No longer do we torment those who enter upon sting 
operations and expose misdeeds happening in any part of the polity. We 
had the tragic incident of the terrible persecution that my friends in the 
Telecom went through. I am glad that now we have learned to take sting 
operation in our stride and even to act upon the results achieved by those 
sting operations. 

Sir, what is still better is that our secularism is safe and the minorities 
are enjoying now full security of life and property. The spirit of love, mutual 
understanding, and social harmony now pervades the atmosphere in the 
country. 

The disgraceful events of violence, almost resembling a mini-genocide, 
which blackened the fair face of Hinduism and the impeccable image of 
the Indian nation in the international policy, are now beginning to be forgotten 
as some ugly nightmares never, never to recur again. 

Sir, the emphasis on rural development in the shape of the Employment 
Guarantee Scheme, the Bharat Nirman, and the Rural Health Mission are 
great measures which, I have no doubt, will reduce, if not completely 
eliminate, the congestion and crime of our urban areas, the slums and 
illegal constructions which have been proceeding at a terrific rate, the 
health and hospital conditions which had been deteriorating for long, and I 
have no doubt that these will be considerably diluted because now you 
have decided to make rural life attractive so that it will provide no provocation 
or impetus for people to migrate from the rural areas into the urban areas 
and cause the problems which have disgraced us. 

I find a very great concern for agricultural development and the need of 
a regular, supply of water for agricultural purposes, and, then, Sir, for 
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infrastructure development which has impeded Foreign Direct Investment 
in this country, which has blocked all confidence of investors and other 
persons who want to come to India to participate in its growth and share 
its prosperity. 

Sir, I have been a person who has been taking some interest in solving 
the Kashmir problem. I am very happy about the package of Rs. 24,000 
crores for Jammu & Kashmir, which has endeared the people of India to 
the people in PoK and people in other Northern areas where previously 
the Indian munificence, the sense of brotherhood and friendliness were 
never understood before. I am glad that this has been done and, Sir, one of 
the greatest advantages of this package, and, perhaps, some kind of a 
light at the otherwise dark cloud is the appreciation which the Indian Army 
has, for the first time, earned from the people in Jammu & Kashmir on 
both sides of the LoC. Gone are those days when the Indian Army was 
being rubbished all the time, was being maligned, and was considered a 
tyrant and an occupying force. Now, they have been perceived as great 
friends who have participated in the noble task of eliminating the 
consequences of their disaster. But, Sir, when I say all these beautiful 
things about the President's speech, I will not be intellectually dishonest 
and conceal some of the errors, and some of the omissions in this great 
document. Let me start with number one. Sir, I said that the minorities 
have reasons to be gratified with the Government and its performance, but 
there is something which ought to have attracted the notice of the 
Government and it should have found a place in the President's speech, 
and that was a some what questionable judgement of the Allahabad High 
Court, which has declared ultra vires a statute of 1981 passes by the 
same political party's Government which is now in power. They have 
declared it ultra vires and, Sir, they have held that the Aligarb Muslim 
University is no longer a minority institution within the meaning of article 
30 of the Constitution. This has caused, no doubt, great disappointment 
and dismay to the Muslims of this country. But, Sir, the Aligarh Muslim 
University is not merely an asset of the Muslim of this country. To my 
mind, those who are familiar with the teaching of Sir Syed Ahmed should 
regard this as an institution which is an asset of this great nation. And, if 
our muslim friends today are unhappy about the Allahabad judgement, 
eqally, we should share their frustration, we should share their 
disappointment, and it is time that the Government should, first of all, 
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extend to them, extend to the whole country, a promise that they are 
going to fight this Allahabad judgement in the Supreme Court properly. 
Sir, I speak with great respect for judges, and I have no doubt that the 
Allahabad High Court judgement is wrong; I have no doubt that it will be 
set aside on a proper argument being made in the Supreme Court. But, 
Sir, one never knows after all, the Supreme Court judges are also humans. 
They may behave the same way as the High Court judges have done. If 
that is so, this Government should in advance extend an assurance to the 
community that they will rectify this mistake, under all circumstances. 
Sir, I, for want of time, answered with a usual reluctance to strike a personal 
note. When this Aligarh Muslim University (Amendment) law was tabled 
by the then Congress Government in the year 1981,1 remember that on 
22nd of December, a debate took place in the Lok Sabha, of which I was 
then a Member. Sir, I had warned the Government at that time that look, I 
do not wish to drive a wedge between you and the Muslim voters of this 
country, but let me tell you as an independent and impartial student of 
Law that the Bill which you have introduced is going to encounter serious 
constitutional hurdles, and counter arguments in the courts of law, and it 
is your duty to rectify those defects. But, Sir, a that time, I was in the 
Opposition and the Congress men had little faith in me and my assertions, 
and, Sir, they did not rectify those mistakes at that time. The Bill has now 
been declared, after 25 years, ultra vires the Constitution, precisely for the 
defects which I had pointed out at that time. I have got the copy of my 
speech at that time, and I had prepared a draft Bill myself. I had introduced 
a Private members' Bill at that time. Sir, nobody gave me credit. I wish now 
the Government should extend an assurance that if we fail in the Supreme 
Court as well; a new Bill will be brought before Parliament, and we will 
rectify the errors of the past. Sir, I only want to read four lines from my 
speech. The Bill does not even pretend to be a bill to restore the minority 
character of this institution, nor is it designed by the nature of its provisions 
to achieve that object. It is only intended to throw dust." ...(Interruption)... 

SHRI ARUN SHOURIE (Uttar Pradesh) Sir, I just wanted to ask this, so 
that all of us would be enlightened. You have pointed out the defects and 
Allahabad High Court has, on those very defects, found the Bill to be 
defective. Then why is the Allahabad judgement wrong? 

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: I am coming to that. Surely, this is too obvious 

and I must answer it. 
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Perhapsthis House is Listening to my speech for the last time. I don't 
know whether I am going to continue here. Sir, I crave your indulgence, I 
don't know ...(Interruption)... 

So, this is what I warned the House about. There were Muslim intellectuals 
on both the sides. I told them, 'I am surprised that you are not protesting 
against this Bill, but if you are satisfied with it, who am I to interfere? But 
my conscience tells me that I must warn you.' 

Now, to the question, which my friend, Shri Arun Shourie, asked, the 
answer is very simple. The Bill was bad, but the Allahabad judgement is 
worse... (Interruption)... 

We act with great restraint when we talk about judgements delivered by 
the judicial branch. So, I don't wish to be harsh on them. But I had no 
doubt; I told in a public meeting in Lucknow the other day that 99.9 per 
cent, this judgement is going to be reversed by the Supreme Court. 

When you get into the Indian Airlines planes, they always tell you, 'in 
the unlikely event of your landing on water...' Now, I do not know how you 
land on water! They always say what you have to do if you land on water. 
So, in the unlikely event, when you 'land on water', please do this, and 
extend this assurance to the community. They would be very happy about 
it. I am telling you that they are terribly worried. 

Sir, the next important point which is second on my agenda is, what 
happened, unfortunately, in June 1998. At that time, I happened to be the 
Urban Development Minister in Atalji's Government. Sir, I know that there 
was a Home Minister, there was a Foreign Minister, and there was a 
Prime Minister, But nobody knew that our representative in Rome, at a 
Rome Conference, where what was being discussed was the creation of 
an international criminal court, had voted against the creation of that court. 

Sir,. I have taken much interest in the creation of this international criminal 
court, because according to me, there are unfortunately states, which are 
in existence on the globe, on the surface of this earth, which do not 
genuinely wish to prosecute and punish criminals of an international order. 
Take, for example, terrorists. There are many States, which still consider 
that these terrorists are some kind of freedom fighters. They not only 
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refuse to prosecute them, but also provide asylum to them. And, when 
they are compelled to prosecute by public opinion, they go through the 
farce of a trial and the purpose of that trial is only to let them go. 

Sir, therefore, an international criminal court was a must. One hundred 
and twenty one nations of the world voted in favour of its screation. Only 
seven States, some insignificant ones, voted against it. Twently-one States 
abstained and India happened to be amongst those twenty-one abstainers. 
We stood on the fence, not knowing whether we were opposing something, 
which was required to be opposed or not. I have examined the speech, 
which our representative had made. It is a disgraceful speech. I do not 
wish to go into the analysis of that speech. I hope this Government will 
take note of this great omission made in June 1998. 

Sir, after a new months, I became the Law Minister. When I became the 
Law Minsiter, I tried to find out what had happened to my pet project about 
the international criminal court. I found that we had scuttled India's position; 
India was not a party to it! I went around Britain at that time, as the United 
States had also not supported it. 

SHRI MANOJ BHATTACHARYA (West Bengal): That is why you did 
not support. It is because of that that you did not support ...(Interruption)...

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: I will allay your doubts; please, don't worry. 

Sir, I got in touch with the Lord Chancellor of England. I personally went 
to see him in London. He promised that Britain would reverse its decision. 
And I am proud to say that Britain has since acceded. I talked to the 
Secretary of State of America. The Americans wrote a letter to me that we 
are considering what you have told us and we will join India in streamlining 
this Court when you next consider this matter. So, Sir, the great 
democracies have changed and it is our turn now to change in favour of the 
creation of this Court. Sir, there is the reference to foreign policy in our 
President's Speech and what has been said is one of those old shibboleths 
which we always use that the policy of our country is governed by 
enlightened self-interest. By adding the epithet 'enlightened self-interest', 
you don't make it in everybody's interest. But, Sir, when we say this what 
we forget is, and I have gone repeatedly talked about it and written about 
it, that our founding fathers in the Indian Constitution knew that they had 
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to do the unusual job of educating successor Governments, educating 
posterity how to conduct our foreign policy. They therefore, added article 
51 to our Directive Principles of the Constitution in which they gave us 
advice on how India's foreign policy shall be governed by future Governments 
which will, from time to time, come into power in this country. Sir, these 
four articles are expressly based upon the teachings of Gandh'ji. When 
the article was introduced, it contained only three clauses. The fourth 
(Time-bell) was added by way of amendment, which Dr. Ambedkar 
accepted. I am proud to say that the fourth clause was added at the 
instance of a Member, Mr. B.M. Gupte, from Bombay in those days and 
he said that you are trying to say that we will avoid war, but do you have an 
alternative to war. He said that Gandhiji's teachings show that there is an 
alternative available to war and that is arbitration. Sir, it is very unfortunate 
that after having added the fourth clause, we will have to see to it that 
international disputes are solved by arbitration. Leave arbitration alone, we 
are not even prepared to accept mediation. We are not wanting even the 
presence of a benign person, a benign mediator, who decides nothing, 
who only roughens out, who smoothens your rough angles and makes 
unreasonsable attitude a little moderate and acceptable for compromise. 
Once we heed Gandhiji that ultimately international disputes must be 
settled by arbitration, nobody in this country can have the vanity and the 
foolishness to say that you cannot find an international arbitrator who is 
honest. There are thousands of honest people available in this country, 
and now I come to the dispute with China. For the last 45 years, what are 
we doing? All that we are doing is exchanging maps for 45 years. This 
dispute can be settled in two years by appointing a Boundry Commission 
of three reputed jurists of the World. Give them the principles on which we 
are all agreed and the matter will be resolved. Similarly, Sir, there are 
problems outstanding with Pakistan including Kashmir, problem which 
can certainly be resolved and, according to me, it has now reached the 
stage where it can be resolved by the exercise of a little statemenship and 
by a little spirit of give and take. If these three countries in this region 
come to establish friendly and peaceful relations and avoid war, we can 
dump our nuclear weapons; we can save all that money for the poor men 
and we can see that war will become impossible. Democracies do not go 
to war. It was said by German Immanuel Kant many, many years ago and 
modern research has been conducted in various countries and they have 
said that wherever the Amercian's - what is that famous fast food store - 
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Mcdonald is established, those countries never go to war. It is true, in a 
way, democracies have not gone to war and one fact is also known that 
those tyrants and aggressors who have started war ultimately had to eat 
humble pie and grind their nose in the dust. Sir, can I just take two minutes 
I have said that the economic picture is good. But I do wish to point out 
that there is one fly in the ointment. That fly in the ointment is that our 
external debt is today about Rs. 9000 crores. It is about $ 125 billion. And, 
our internal debt is another mind- boggling figure. I think it - my friend 
knows the figure better -- runs into lakhs of crores. The servicing of these 
two debts appropriates 72 per cent of our tax revenue. Sir, what is left? 
The rest goes to bureaucracy; the rest goes to war. Nothing remains for 
the poor man and all this talk about caring for the poor man, employment 
guarantee, free education of which my friend talked this morning, all this is 
a waste. Please liquidate this debt and I appeal to my friends, particulalry 
him, that allow the Government to liquidate debts by selling its assets. 
When we will become rich again, we will re-buy them, but at the moment, 
you must dispose them of and liquidate the debts. 
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liquidating itself and that is why, we are saying that you save the public 
assets and don't liquidate them. 

SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: You have a great noble object and this will 
be reflected in your deeds. 
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SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: Sir, next point is you have got the freedom of 
information, one of your great achievements. But, Sir, I find that the 
bureaucrats, who are now beginning to execute and operate this Act, have 
not changed their colours. They are still giving that told plea that Governments 
can only thrive on secrecy and, Sir, the Right to Informational Act is being 
reduced by successive bureaucrats to a dead letter and I have instances 
of it, which I will communicate to the Minister, but I have no time here to go 
into them. 

Sir, we need judicial reforms. There was a reference to judicial reforms. 
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SHRI RAM JETHMALANI: Judicial reforms can only come by appointing 
five times the number of current Judges. All these Lok Adalats and others, 
this is all hype and propaganda. It helps you to liquidate some cases but 
others keep pilling up and the arrears remain the same. No technology is 
going to help except marginally. Therefore, I had started working on it 
when I was the Law Minister. I had said, "If I don't put your judicial system 
on an even keel within two years, I will retire from all politics." What I 
wanted to do is published in the form of a book. I hope some Law Minister, 
some Home Minister have only the courtesy of reading through it and he 
will get the whole scheme. 

And, Sir, lastly, may I say only one word about the demolitions which 
are taking place all over. It has become a nightmare for thousands and 
thousands of people. Sir, my simple solution is that please understand 
that these illegal structures could never have come up without the active 
co-operation of corrupt public servants. And, Sir, It is a well-known thing; 
even a LL.B. student knows that a master is responsible for the tort of his 
servant. Therefore, the State is responsible for the corruption of those 
officers who allowed these structures to come up. You cannot demolish 
any structure unless you first make that bureaucrat pay. He must fully pay 
the price of the structure and rehabilitate all the victims of his own fraud 
and corruption. It is true that those people who have constructed must 
also be parties, but people in need of shelter are not free people; free 
peopJe are the corrupt bureaucrats who take money and allow all these 
things to happen. And, Sir, I feel that the Government should make an 
announcement and go to the court and tell them that these structures 
won't be demolished even if they order unless you have means to rehabilitate 
those people forthwith and not at an uncertain future.

SHRI DIPANKAR MUKHERJEE (West Bengal): Sir, I am 
supplementing this debate which my colleague, Shri Nilotpal Basu, has 
initiated. He has covered most of the points. I will be suplementing the 
same. In-between, there were certain points which were raised regarding 
the type of support, when we would bite, when we would bark, and so on 
and so forth. In this context, I would like to invite your kind attention to 
para 3 of his Address — I think, which is the major essence of the 
Presidential Address as I could see it: 
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"Confidence in India, in our democracy and in our economy, 
has never been higher." 

We have a reservation so far as the economy is concerned, but we 
have no doubt when he says, "We have been able to restore the pluralistice 
ethos that is the essence of India." i think, that is one of the issues, one 
of the the major points on which a Government has been changed and a 
new Government has come to power. But he also says in para 3 — and I 
quote, Sir: 

"We have been able to replace debates that sought to divide the 
nation with debates that matter to every day living of the people, 
dabates on issues of concern to the aam admi." 

Sir, if there is anything, so far as our support to this Government is 
concerned, for which we extend our support, we feel that this is the one 
point where we have been able to put our support in concrete terms This 
is concerning the people's movements This is the point, Sir. If someone 
goes into it then he can explain our stand, when we support, and also 
when we oppose. One point was very clear — it is of no use repeating that 
point I am not going to react to that business at all why the NDA Government 
lost — that the NDA Government lost power. That is now history. What is 
our stand in future, what we feel, what is our perception, we have been 
making that very clear to this Government. The point is if you continue the 
same policies, so far as the economy is concerned, that the NDA 
Government had been following, you will have the same fate, and we cannot 
be a party to that.

For six years, 
I have not heard. When it had come down from 12 per pent to 9.5 percent, 
it was not raised, yesterday, there was a debate on interest rate to farmers 
that—Mr. Chidambaramji was there and the House was together that the 
interest rate should come down, so far as the farmers are concerned. This 
is what 'the barking' means, or this is, what you say, 'the biting' means. 
That is what we want; yes. For six years, no one spoke when P.F. interest 
came down from 12 per cent to 9.5 per cent. I am happy Mr. Venkaiah 
Naidu has also understood. Now, it has come down. The Provident Fund 
interest rate has come down from 9.5 to 8.5 and there is a debate against

You have changed from this. You are saying, 'we will make world-class 
airports'. In the Presidential speech it is mentioned, Government intends 
to make world-class airports. Sir, Parliament has been taken for a ride! 
Here is the Annual Report of AAI for 2002-03. You can see it from 1995 
onwards. This is the Annual Report of the AAI. What is its Corporate 
Mission? The whole of this tenet and everything is misguiding the whole 
country. This is the Corporate Mission of the AAI, 'Progress to excellence, 
customer satisfaction with world-class airports.' This Report was laid on 
the table of both the Houses of Parliament. When the Government — 
whether this Government or that Government — changed this Corporate 
Mission? If they have changed this Corporate Mission, have they come to 
Parliament? Without coming to Parliament, today, you will say that AAI 
cannot make a world-class airport. What is the transparency? What are 
we discussing? What for Parliament is there? So, I still demand that on 
this particular issue we have a serious difference with the Government. 
The Government must agree for a discussion under Rule 170 with regard 
to airport. Thank you very much. 

SHRIMATI PREMA CARIAPPA (Karnataka): Mr. Deputy Chairman, 
Sir, I rise to support the Motion moved by esteemed senior colleague, 
Dr. Karan Singhji and seconded by Shri Rashid Alviji. 

Sir, the Address of the hon. President truly reflects the outstanding 
performance of the UPA Government, led by our dynamic Prime Minister, 
Dr. Manmohan Singhji, by getting inspiration and excellent guidance from 
our esteemed leader, Smt. Sonia Gandhiji, has single-handedly given a 
severe blow to the communal forces of the country and will continue to do 
so. In all our programmes and schemes, the focus is on common man. 
From late Prime Minister, Pandit Jawahar Lal Nehruji, to Dr. Manmohan 
Singhji, our focus has always been on the common man. There is a 
consistency in our policies towards the poor. 

Sir, hon. President has rightly said that our economy has bounced 
back by recording 7.5 per cent growth in 2004-05 and this year it will cross 
8 percent. Though inflation has remained at modest level, rising prices of 
some essential items like wheat, pulses, sugar and edible oils, etc., are 
certainly a cause of concern. It has upset the budget of housewives like 
me. I hope the Government will take appropriate steps to contain the 
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rising prices. These days media is full of reports that rates of domestic 
LPG cylinder will go up by Rs. 150. It has worried households across the 
nation. I hope the Government will clarify to put speculations at rest in this 
regard. 

Sir, hon. President has rightly stated that the National Rural Employment 
Guarantee Act makes a new beginning in our country towards guaranteeing 
the right to work. Presently, this Act will be implemented in 200 under-
developed districts, but soon it would be implemented throughout the country 
which will provide jobs in the villages. While providing jobs in the villages, 
assets would be created. Here, I would like to give one suggestion to the 
Government. While creating assests, efforts should be made to construct 
personal toilets in every household of the village, keeping women and girls 
in mind. In the absence of toilets, the women and girls are forced to attend 
the call of nature in the open, be it in fields or adjoining areas. They wait for 
the sun to set and in the darkness they are bitten by snakes, Scorpios 
and other beasts and, sometimes, they may also lose their lives due to 
poisonous bites. And, sometimes, they become victims of rape and 
molestation. Hence, household toilets should be given priority in asset 
creation. Linking of water conservation with this programme is a welcome 
step. Since ground water level has gone down and the drinking water in 
the villages become a problem, linking of water in this programme is a 
welcome step. This will ease the driniking water problem in the villages. 

Another laudable programme of our Government is the launch of the 
National Rural Health Mission to provide basic health care to rural masses. 
Mission approach, with time-bound targets, was first launched by late 
Shri Rajiv Gandhi. This Government has also launched many such schemes 
in social sectors which are to be appreciated. The National Rural Health 
Mission has been launched to bridge the health gap in the rural sector. I 
hope this Mission will take care of the health-related worries of women 
and girls in the villages. Many a times, I have raised this issue in the 
House through Special Mentions demanding posting of lady doctors and 
Gynaecologists in the health centres in villages so that girls and women 
can go freely and relieve their personal problems to the doctor. I hope this 
Mission will take care of providing maternity services and so on to the 
women folk in the villages. 

Sir, I welcome the National Agricultural Insurance Scheme. It is being 
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expanded to cover risks in agricultural operations. I also demand that the 
Compulsory Marketing Intervention Scheme should be made compulsory 
to protect the farmers when they grow bumper crops resulting in steep 
fall in the prices of commodities forcing the farmers to bur their crop or 
abandon it in the fields or throw it on the roads. It happened recently in 
Karnataka that when tomato prices fell, lorry loads of tomatoes were 
thrown on road. So, to protect the farmers from such crisis, this Compulsory 
Market Intervention Scheme should be implemented. 

Sir, I welcome the statement that the National Highway Development 
Project is being implemented on a national priority. There are some hurdles, 
in implementing highway projects, such as land acquisition by States, 
environmental clearance, forest clearance and so on, thus hampering the 
growth of national highways. Sir, the Government has to remove these 
hurdles on priority. 

No doubt the Right to Information Act is a historic piece of legislation. It 
has given a right in the hands of the people, but misuse of this legislation 
has also started. Recently, I came across this fact that a single individual 
of an NGO is collecting same information from all the public sector banks 
regarding their precious data which can be very useful for private banks to 
compete with our public sector banks. I hope the Government will ensure 
that the Right to Information Act will not be misused for personal benefit 
and will provide penal provisions for its misuse. 

I congratulate the Government for taking much care of women and 
children. As far as women are concerned, Sir, much care has been taken 
in cases of inheritance rights, domestic violence, adoption and maintenance 
laws, and proposal for compulsory registration for marriages etc. 

The UPA Government, under the leadership of Shrimati Sonia Gandhiji, 
is committed to empower women politically, educationally, economically 
and legally. There is a need to enact the Women's Reservation Bill. 

As far as children are concerned, Sir, the Government has enacted 
the Commission for Protection of Child Rights Bill, 2005. Through this 
legislation the Government envisages to fulfil its commitment to give children 
opportunities and facilities to develop in a healthy atmosphere with required 
freedom and dignity. It also ensures that their constitutional and legal 
rights are protected. Sir, the enactment provides for a National Commission 
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for Protection of Child Rights. Further for the development of children, a 
national plan of action for children is expected to be finalised soon. The 
Government is also planning to establish 30,000 creches for children to 
help the working women. So, the working women will work peacefully in 
the offices where their children will be looked after safely in the creches.

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SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (Kerala): Mr. Vice-Chairman Sir, I 
thank you for giving me the opportunity to participate in this discussion. 
Sir President's Address is the sum and substance of the performance 
of the Government as well as the policy directives of the Government. It 
is an assessment, a balanced document explaining the policy directives 
as well as the performance of this Government during the last eighteen 
months. 

Sir first of all, I would like to endorse the views expressed by 
Comrade Dipankar Mukherjee regarding the formation of this 
Government and the support that is being extended to this Government 
by the Left parties or the Left front. Sir, in the 14th Lok Sabha elections, 
the mandate given by the people is clearly a fractured mandate, the 
Congress Party did not have the absolute majority and there was a 
political instability in the country. The Congress Party won 145 seats. 
In order to avoid the political instability in the country as well as to 
keep BJP out of power, the Left political parties alongwith the 
Congress Party had detailed discussion and they finalised a 
document called the Common Minimum Programme, subsequently, 
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accepted as the Government's programme, the National Common 
Minimum Programme. So, the Left parties as supporting the Government 
in order to implement the programmes envisaged in the Common Minimum 
Programme. 

I would like to give a suggestion to the Government, at this juncture, 
because the support of the Left parties to the Government is very 
critical nowadays in almost all the media. And yesterday itself, Mr. 
Venkaiah Naidu was speaking about 'breaking' and 'biting' of Left 
political parties, and, all these aspect have been discussed a lot. So, 
my point is that the support given or extended by our friends or our 
political parties is purely on the basis of the issues, on the basis of the 
policies and programmes which are envisaged in the National Common 
Minimum Programme. That is why, we are agitating on some of the 
issues. These are the issues of the common people in the country; 
these are the issues of the working class in the country. So, with a 
view to implement these programmes, we are extending our support to 
this Government. But, after 1/2 years of our experience, it is quite 
unfortunate to say that the Government is not fulfilling its commitment 
to implement the National Common Minimum Programme in its letter 
and spirit. And, due to this, a lot of criticism is coming from various 
corners, various political corners. 

Sir, now, I come to the point regarding economic growth. I do appreciate 
it. His Excellency, the President of India, in his Address to the joint session 
of the Parliament, stated that the economic growth in the current financial 
year 2005-06 would definitely cross 8 per cent mark. It has gone up from 
5 per cent to 7.5 per cent during the last financial year, and it will be 
crossing 8 per cent. My question is-and we always put up this question-
whether the benefits of this growth are being reached to the poor and the 
common man of this country. That is the pertinent point to be answered by 
the Government. As far as we are concerned, when this economic growth 
comes, definitely, the purchasing power or the purchasing capacity of the 
people also increases. But, what about the sector on which mainly 70 per 
cent of the population depends on, that is agriculture sector? What is the 
state of affairs of agriculture? When we think about reforms in a country 
like India, where 60-70 per cent of the population depends on agriculture, 
definitely, we should think about the reforms in agriculture sector so as to 
protect the interests of the farming community, to protect the interests of 
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the peasants of our country. But, what is the present state of affairs of 
agriculture? My point is that not much attention has been given to redress 
the problems of the farmers of this country. Adequate attention has not 
been given by this Government to the agriculture sector. Everyday, we 
are experiencing that the farmers are committing suicide because of 
poverty and because of the reasons beyond their control. Therefore, this 
sector has to be given much greater attention. Then only we can say that 
the country is progressing. We can say that social progress has been 
achieved only if we are able to address the problems of more than 60 per 
cent of the population of this country. 

I would now say something regarding the unemployment problem. 
Yesterday also, so many hon. Members spoke on the unemployment 
problem. What is the rate of unemployment when compared with economic 
growth? I don't think that it is satisfactory statistical figure. I don't think 
that unemployment problem has been eradicated or reduced to a 
satisfactory extent. I don't think so. It is being stated that most of the 
economic growth should be based on equity. The National Common 
Minimum Programme is also envisaging economic growth with justice 
and equity. And, the economic growth should produce jobs also. But, 
when we see the statistics, definitely, it is not satisfactory to say that we 
are able to contain the unemployment rate in accordance with the economic 
growth, which we have achieved during the last one or two years. So, 
these two problems have to be addressed and much attention and focus 
has to be given mainly to these two issues. 

Another point, on which the Left is having total difference with the 
Government of India, is about the foreign policy of this country, especially 
the present policy. The conventional foreign policy, that is, the independent 
foreign policy of our country is being diluted during these days. It is well 
established in almost all cases. I am not going into the details. 
Apprehensions are still there regarding the civil nuclear energy cooperation 
agreement. Clarifications have not been brought out regarding civil and 
military differentiation as well as on reciprocal commitments even after 
months, after having this Joint Statement. Cooperation is based on 
reciprocal commitments. What are the commitments? The commitments 
have to be clarified. But it has been seen that during the last Iran vote in 
the International Atomic Energy Agency voting-the whole House was also 
very agitated yesterday-Mr. David Mulford, the Ambassador of America in 
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India, has very specifically given a warning to the Government of India. 
Indirect threat has been given to our country that if you are not going to 
vote in favour of America or in support of America in the International Atomic 
Energy Agency meeting, the consequences will definitely be bitter. Our 
country is a sovereign country. Such an indirect threat has been given to 
our country. Our independent foreign policy, which has been accepted 
throughout the world for all these five decades, is being diluted. So, we are 
having differences on this issue also. 

Regarding the Foreign Direct Investment also, an assurance has been 
given by the Government several times with respect to the retail sector. 
Forty million people are engaged in the retail sector. 

But what is the commitment? What is the assurance? And what is 
happening? Now-a-days, it is being explained that in the retail sector, they 
are allowing only single-branded items. But even under the single brands, 
there are more than 20,000 items. So, indirectly, all these reforms, which 
are being opposed by the people, which are being opposed by the political 
parties, are being indirectly implemented in our country. And those who 
are at the helm of affairs are giving the argument that it is in the national 
interest or some other things. In the name of reforms, it is being 
implemented. That is why we are suggesting to them that the National 
Common Minimum Programme (NCMP) is very clear in all these aspects. 

Sir, now I come to the issue of public sector undertakings. Just now, 
Mr. Dipankar Mukherjee has spoken about the issue of the Airports Authority 
of India. It is a very pertinent issue as far as our country is concerned, 
because the Government is going back on its commitments. What does 
the NCMP say? It is very clear that no profit-making public sector units 
will be disinvested or privatized. What is happening now? That slogan is 
now being diluted. Except the Navratnas, that is, except nine public sector 
units, all the other public sector undertakings, though they are making 
profits, will be privatized. That means, it is the dilution of the programme or 
the commitments which we have made in the National Common Minimum 
Programme (NCMP). Out of the resources of these airports, namely, Delhi 
Airport, Mumbai Airport and Kolkata Airport almost all other airports are 
being maintained in a proper way. So, what is the interest of our country? 
This is not just privatization even. This is absolutely handing over of the 
national assets of our country to some multi-national corporations. It is

not mere privatization. These are the wealth and assets which we have 
accumulated during the last five decades. This has started from the days 
of Nehru. All these things are being taken away or are being handed over 
to the private monopolies and the multi-national corporations. By making 
mere investments, they are taking away the entire assets of this country. 
These assets are made out of the hard work of the people of our country. 
This is going into the hands of the private monopolies and multi-national 
corporations. That is why we are suggesting that if this Government goes 
like this, if the Government is not ready to honour the programmes as we 
have committed in the National Common Minimum Programme, then, 
definitely, this criticism will come; and this criticism will definitely go ahead 
also. So, I would like to caution this Government also. 

Now, I come to the other aspect. I do accept that some commitments 
have been fulfilled. That also I would like to appreciate here. As far as the 
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme is concerned, definitely, it is a 
welcome step. This is also a commitment in the National Common Minimum 
Programme. But I have a suggestion for this Rural Employment Guarantee 
Scheme. Even its modalities, its norms, the way of implementation of 
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): Please, try to wind up. 

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN: This Rural Employment Guarantee 
Scheme is still vague; it is not clear. So, effective implementation of the 
Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme is required; otherwise, it can be 
indirectly said that because it is practically not possible or it cannot be 
effectively implemented in future, so it may be dropped. So, requisite norms 
have to be established, and effective implementation has to be made as 
far as the Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme and also the Bharat 
Nirman Scheme, which has been cited here, are concerned. 

I would appreciate one more point of the President's Address. Three 
important aspects have been mentioned in the paragraphs. One is drastic 
administrative reforms to end the red-tapism and bureaucratism; second 
is drastic judicial reforms; and another one is electoral reforms. I absolutely 
agree with these three points. Administrative, judicial and electoral reforms 
are the need of the hour. The Government should focus on these issues 
and give them a high priority. I would, once again, urge upon the 
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Government that these programmes, which are being envisaged Hi the 
National Common Minimum Programme, be adhered to. 

Yesterday, when Dr. Karan Singh was speaking, he was talking about the 
manifesto of the Congress. The people have not given the verdict to 
implement the manifesto of the Congress. Now, it is a coalition Government; it is 
a post-poll coalition Government on the basis of a document, and the 
document should be implemented. It is not the Congress policies; it is not the 
economic reforms policies of the Congress but of trie UPA that are based 
on the NCMP. That should be implemented, so that the people as well as 
the Left Parties should have the impression that this Government is 
honouring its commitments and all the commitments are being 
implemented and fulfilled. With these words, I conclude. Thank you, Sir. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): Thank you. Now, 
Shri Birabhadra Singh. 

SHRI BIRABHADRA SINGH (Orissa): Mr. Vice-Chairman, Sir, I thank 
you for giving me the time. Sir, the hon. President's Address on 16th 
February to both the Houses is the reflection of the Government's activities 
and intention to implement programme in future. Sir, many learned speakers 
have already pointed out many things and the pros and cons of these 
speeches. As Shri Raj Nath Singh was telling, it is not meant for criticizing the 
President, but for criticizing the Government policies at large. 

Sir, I begin my speech from the last sentence on page 9, point 26. It is said, 
"Steps have been initiated for setting up the Sixth Pay Commission for 
Government employees." Sir, yesterday one of my friends, Mr. Sharad Joshi, 
was referring to the Sixth Pay Commission. Sir, really if the States are being 
ruined, it is only because of the Pay Commissions. It is only the Pay 
Commissions. Sir, if the backward States like Orissa and advanced States like 
Maharashtra are today in debts, it is only because of the Pay Commissions. 
The announcement of this Pay Commission puts us in trouble because, Sir, 
we are not having a vast source of income. When the Central Government is 
not in a position to handle these few employees, we are bound to follow the same 
policy without having any base of financial resources. Sir, we, particularly the 
backward States, have to face a lot of trouble in our development 
programme because only three per cent employees are consuming a 
share of 90 per cent population of our State and we are not in a position to 
spend money for development. That is the 
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only reason, Sir, for setting up the Pay Commission. Therefore, definitely, 
we are not in a happy state of affairs. Secondly, Sir, what is your policy 
regarding debt relief? Is there any definite policy? Nothing is mentioned in 
the President's Address about getting rid of debts. Sir, terrorism is there in 
Punjab, Jammu and Kashmir and in some other States. The Centre is 
politically interested there and there are special packages. But Orissa, 
Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand are now under serious terrorist threat by Maoists 
and Naxalites. Is there any policy to get rid of this? Sir, how can we go on 
with this condition, with a debt of Rs. 34,000 crores? Can we survive with 
this debt condition? We have done very well in arresting both revenue 
deficit and fiscal deficit. But there is no reward. A State like Orissa, having 
the highest percentage of population below poverty line and one of the two 
poorest States in the country, is not declared as a special category State 
for which we are demanding since long. That is the only step which can 
brings us out of this debt trap; otherwise, we have no way out. 

Sir, in the morning Session, Shri Janeshwar Mishra was referring to the 
poor conditions of Kalahandi, Bolangir and Koraput districts, which is known 
as the KBK region. Sir, when Shri Rajiv Gandhi and Shri Narsimha Rao 
were the Prime Ministers, a lot of noise was made about the development 
of the KBK region. Big schemes were made for the development of this 
region, and a sum of Rs. 4,500 crores to Rs. 6,000 crores was to be spent 
within a period of seven years for the development of this region. But, you 
will be astonished to know that the Centre did not do anything until the NDA 
Government came into power. Till then, they kept quiet, they kept silent. But, 
when the NDA Government came into power, it sanctioned Rs. 100 
crore or Rs. 200 crore every year. Sir, how long will it take to improve their 
conditions-25 years or 30 years or will it be just a lip-service to the 
people of this region? I urge upon the Central Government to take a serious 
note of this thing... 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF P.J. KURIAN): Mr. Birabhadra Singh, 
you have two minutes more. Try to be brief. 

SHRI BIRABHADRA SINGH: Sir, I would be very brief. Sir, in para 31 of 
President's Address, the hon. President has spoken about the development 
of the SCs/STs and the tribal population. But there is no clear-cut remark 
about these categories in President's Address. It is simply stated that we 
are thinking in terms of the development of the tribals. But, I can emphatically 
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say that if any development of the tribals has to take place, it can take place 

only if we extend the educational benefit to the tribals, and only then, tribals' 

interests can be safeguarded. Otherwise, the economically beneficial schemes 

are a total waste. Before the NDA Government came to power, the Congress 

Government was there which was laying a lot of emphasis on the beneficial 

schemes. I would say that it was totally of no use. Till now, there are so many 

communities or groups whom we call banvasis. We cannot call them tribals 

unless they are treated as tribals under the Act passed by the Parliament, and 

assented to by the President. That is why we call them banvasis. They are very 

much lagging behind in the developmental process. After 1956, in the year 1977, 

when there was no Congress Government, and when the Janata Party 

Government came into power at the Centre, the said Government intended to 

bring them under the category of the SCs/STs. After that, again, this scheme 

was thrown into the dustbin, and next time, when the NDA Government came into 

power at the Centre, it again reopened the issue of categorization of the 

SCs/STs, covering a large population, who are living in the backward areas. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): Please conclude. 

SHRI BIRABHADRA SINGH: I am concluding, Sir. I come from a poor State, 

Orissa. I need two minutes more. I am completing my last point. Regarding the 

States which have poor infrastructure like the State of Orissa, there is no reference of 

special dispensation for such States in President's Address. About Rs. 5,000 

crores are needed to complete the sanctioned railway project in Orissa, and 

these funds should come in the next five years at the rate of Rs. 1,000 crores per 

year, along with some additional allocation for new projects. Similarly, the 

Paradeep Port, which was constructed with the help of the State funds by our 

esteemed leader, Late Shri Biju Patnaik, should be expanded to handle cargo 

of, at least, 120 million tones so that the additional cargo to be generated by an 

investment of Rs. 1,50,000 crores on steel and aluminium plants can be 

handled over in the next 10 years. Sir, we are not touched by the eastern corridor 

nor by the western corridor of the Railways. We need a huge infrastructure in terms 

of national highways besides railways to use our mineral resources 

effectively as well as to combat Maoist and Naxalite danger. 
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Later, Sir, as a tribal, I urge upon the Central Government to create 
more facilities for the tribals. The residential schooling scheme is helpful 
to the tribals. The Mid-day Meal programme is introduced at the primary 
level, but the Residential Hostel Scheme is introduced at the secondary 
level. It is gnly beneficial to the tribals. Wherever there are 'ashram' schools 
and residential schools, the results are more encouraging. We are going 
to post teachers in private institutions and Government institutions. Where 
can we get the educated students? 

Therefore, my humble submission is, please create more and more 
residential school facilities for the tribals and Harijans. 

I thank you, Sir, for having given me time to speak. I think, Sir, I have 
completed my speech with the time allotted to me. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): You have made very 
good points. Thank you. 

SHRI N. JOTHI (Tamil Nadu): Sir, I supplement what my floor leader 
has already said. I have even posed questions to myself. Is it necessary 
to thank? Is it really essential? Has the UPA Government done something 
to thank them? 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P. J. KURIAN): To thank the President. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: No, no; the President is only a figurehead. That is all 
written by these people. He only read. ...(Interruptions)... Sir, we are in 
politics; we know that. 

Sir, I thought myself—and it struck in my mind to go through the CMP— 
that the National Common Minimum Programme which is supposed to be 
the 'Magna Carta' of this Government, as Hon. Oliver Cromwell, when he 
brought democracy in England, was shortlived, would also be shortlived. This is 
'Magna Carta' of this Government. What the 'Magna Carta' reads, let us see. 
'Pleadge'. Hitler's Pledge! "Hail Hitler." Just like that, "Hail Pledge." What 
does his pledge say? To provide Government that is corruption free. No 
corruption in this Government.' Let us see that a little later. 'It is corruption free, 
transparent.' Very transparent! 'Glass. Globular glass. Accountable.' Every pie it 
wilI account. The whole payment it will account. 'Accountable'. It will be 
accountable. You can, any time, ask for the account. It will throw it. You can 
see it. It is accountable! Whenever 
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accountable, Sir? All times—midnight, early morning hours, late night 
hours! Every time, it is accountable; no problem on that. You can seek 
the accounts. 'And to provide an administration.' You are very efficient 
in administration. You will provide an administration. Of what nature, 
Sir? Of responsible nature! Responsible administration! 'Not only 
responsible; when you question, we will be responsible also. Our own 
Coalition will be responsible. When you question, we will be responsible.' 
'Knock the door.' As it is said in The Bible, "Knock, and the door will be 
opened to you." You ask that, the door shall be open.' This is the 'Magna 
Carta' of this Government. Are they living up to even an iota of it? 'You 
will live up to a little bit of it.'Are they living up to it? Fissures are already 
there among the Coalition partners. I am very happy because in this 
session the Left has taken a right stand, but not to the extent which the 
country is expecting. I think, it is only a question of a few weeks. We 
will be very happy. We will play the role of a catalyst in the matter. 
There is no problem on that. You have mentioned a corruption-free 
Government. The BJP Member, while opening the debate mentioned 
that some Ministers were underground and all that. I am not on that. 
Those are all pre-oath administration offences. We can give some 
allowance to the regional parties with regard to these pre-oath offences. 
But what about corruption after taking oath as Minister? Please think 
about yourselves. Is the Government free from corruption? Everybody 
knows what is happening. People are seeing that. People are talking 
about that. You have said in your Magna Carta, "We will be accountable; 
we will be answerable; we will be responsive." You have said that your 
administration will be corruption free and there will be zero level tolerance 
of corruption. You have said, "We will not tolerate even zero level 
corruption". You are that much great people. I don't want to name 
persons. We have given, the country has given an opportunity to those 
Ministers with documentary proof. But not a piece of word has come as 
answer. I am even now waiting for an answer. In the meanwhile, this 
much proof has come against another Minister. We will take care of it 
next week. We have collected all the public documents. We don't want 
to disturb these proceedings. We will take care of it next week. This is 
the level of this Government. And you want us to thank! We are not 
thanking. We will be doing an injustice to the public if we thank. We 
don't want to do that injustice. 
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Sir, this Pledge is not an ordinary pledge. In the last page of the CMP, there-
is a column "A final World" where they say, "This Common Minimum Programme 
is, by no means, a comprehensive agenda." It is not an end. It is only a 
beginning. It is only a small step that they are taking. Their aim is elsewhere. 
They are such a great people. It is only a beginning. This is the minimum. They 
have to achieve a large world. They have to achieve the universe. They are 
not satisfied. They are going to do many more things. I was shocked when I 
read this. What type of Government is this? It is going to be a Utopian one. It is 
going to be a model Government for the whole world. After seeing the persons 
who took oath of office, after seeing the manner in which the Government is 
functioning, I was disappointed. I know that English language has got a lot of 
vocabulary. English has got a lot of words which are borrowed and printed. 
They are not meant for implementation. They are meant only for 
advertisement purposes. They are meant to hoodwink the public. 

Sir, I am having only one grievance against the Left Parties. How long will 
they tolerate this? They have a great burden on their shoulders. We don't 
have; they have. How long will they tolerate this? A stage is going to come. It 
should come within weeks. Otherwise, they will be called conspirators. I 
think, they are delaying it further. 

Sir, this Common Minimum Programme mentions nice principles. But these 
nice principles are wrongly applied or not at all applied. Principles are only 
being spoken. Anybody can speak principles from the books of politics. This is 
the level of the Government that you are all running. Sir, at least we have 
spoken twice within a year about suicides of farmers. Yesterday, I asked a 
question from the Finance Minister who is from the Harvard University. Sir, I 
asked him a question 'why are you limiting credit to the farmers to Rs. 50,000 
with nine per cent interest when you are giving Mercedes car to people with 
six per cent interest? Sir, farmers are committing suicides. Everybody knows it. 
Everybody is talking about it. But no concrete steps are being taken. This 
Presidential Address is quite silent on that. So, suicides can continue. We can 
reduce the population. That seems to be the idea of this Government. Sir, I 
tell you if you are bankrupt in ideas please take the example of 1935 West 
Bengal, Bengal Famine Relief Act. It is available. When Bengal was reeling 
under famine, British Government gave relief to farmers. So also in Tamil Nadu 
— Tamil Nadu Members will understand—when MGR was the Chief Minister, 
debt 
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relief was given to the farmers. A moratorium was given. This Government will not 
listen to us. They will not take truth from us. They will only help industrialists. 
They will only help pot bellies and not starving people. Their eyes are different. 
Their world is different. Very unfortunate people! Sir, literally moratorium 
was given by MGR. That means you can file a case of arrest the limitation but 
you cannot pursue. Moratorium was given to farmers. For how many years? 
For six years. People got out of the problem. Moneylenders were given debt 

relief. For unsurious interest people were put inside. There was no question 
of 36 per cent in Tamil Nadu. Never heard for the past two years. At least 
take clue from us. At least borrow good things from us and try to understand. 
Mr. Poojary, I know how he will be feeling in his heart to see the things 
happening around him. I know that. I could see from his face. I know how he 
was friendly with poor people. Yes, he has given free loans. To whom did he 
give? he has not given to Dhabol. He has given to Mangatai, he has given to 
Kupaai, ordinary people, poor people. Even if we knock it off there is no 
problem. We can unburden ourselves by giving some loan to them. Sir, I used 
to think, my party used to think if we take three meals per day we are stealing 
somebody's food. This is the motto with which our party is functioning in Tamil 
Nadu. Sir, you are helping multi-national companies but you are not accounting 

to the Parliament. Even though in the Minimum Programme you have said, 'we will 
be transparent', you will be accountable, I am very sorry, Sir, I don't want to tell lies. 
How can I thank you when you are stabbing all over? How can I thank you? Sir, 
even if I am in Tamil Nadu I think about Left Parties. Julius Ceasar was 
stabbed by everybody. He sought help from Brutus. Even Brutus attacked 
him. Sir, I am using that terminology, 'you too Brutus Left Parties. Please don't 
be Brutus. Time has come for you to... 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): Mr. Jothi, there is time 

constraint. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Please permit me. 

PROF. P.J. KURIAN: If you go to Shakespeare... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: No, Sir, earlier it was interfered by Shri Narayanasamy. 

When my leader spoke, he has interfered. 
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THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): I am only saying that if 
you go to Shakespeare, everybody will be eager to listen and you will not stop. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, let me shift from public to your propriety of 
Governance with other States. What did you say in Common Minimum 
Programme? Let us take page 15. Page 15 has said, 'UPA Government will 
make National Development Council a more effective instrument of 
cooperative federalism'. Not ordinary federation but hand shaky federalism. 
Rubbing shoulders with each other. The Central Government will not show its 
might. We are your friends. You want to shake hands with the State 
Governments. This is your idea in the NCMP What is happening is that 
you are the true Congress people. Yes. you never changed your colours. 
Leopard will never shed its spots. You will continue to be like this. What Mr. 
Ram Lal did in Andhra Pradesh? He dismissed the NTR Government. Even 
now, you are chossing the same level of governance. Sir, in Tamil Nadu, 
there was a Governor by name... (Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY (Pondicherry): Why are you going back to 
25 years?... (Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, whenever he interferes, I should be given two minutes 
more. 

Sir, in Tamil Nadu, there was a Governor. His term did not expire... 
(Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY. Mr. Jothi, will you yield for a minute? 

SHRI N. JOTHI: No, no. I am not yielding...(Interruptions)... Sir, I 
should be given two minutes more.. .(Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: It is the AIADMK Party which has gone to the 
court saying that the same Governor should continue in office. This was the 
sorry state of affairs... (Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: If you don't know anything, please don't show your 
ignorance here. He is exhibiting his ignorance here. It was the case of Chief 
Secretary... (Interruptions)... Please don't show your ignorance. 

Anyway, you please read the plaint. Otherwise, I will give you that. You 
are a lawyer. You must speak with a little bit of sense. 

So, Sir, that Governor was removed and another Governor, who was 

performing his gubernatorial functions in another State, brought in. Why? To 

trouble us. 
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SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: You speak on President's Address. 

SHRIN. JOTHI: you said, 'cooperative federalism.' Is this the cooperative 
federalism you are adopting? Shame. I am very sorry. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P.J. KURIAN): Mr. Jothi, time allotted 

to you is over. Please conclude. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I take only five minutes ...(Interruptions)... 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P. J. KURIAN): No, no. Time allotted to 

you is over. You be brief and to the point. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: The problem is, whenever I plead my case, I plead it 

before a very difficult or tough judge. And, whenever I speak, I always have 

a strict Vice- Chairman sitting in the Chair. 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: He will plead a difficult case and he will 
lose his case. 

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (PROF. P. J. KURIAN): Please conclude, 

Mr. Jothi. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Yes, Sir. 

So many people have said so many things about Iran and also said that 

Mulford was troubling us. Whether it is Mulford or Bradford, no problem. 
We can manage. The problem is not with the Americans. But, the problem 
is with our own people. There is a saying in Tamil that if needle does not 
give way, thread cannot pass through. So, unless you yield, nobody can 
trouble you. You are yielding to outside pressure. Why? Sir, I am having 
a great doubt. It is not unauthenticated doubt. I am having authenticated 
information with me. Sir, people in-charge of formulating the foreign policy 
have their daughters and sons in America. They are the Green Card 
holders. I am demanding in this august House that let all the cabinet 
Minister file a return before this august House and in the Lok Sabha and 
let it known to the public whose children are there in America... 

(Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: First of all, tell your Chief Minister to file 

her return. Sir, for three years, she has not filed her returns... 

(Interruptions)... You talk about her return first... (Interruptions)... 
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(MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN in the Chair) 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, what is this? ...(Interruptions)... You don't know 
anything. Again you are showing your ignorance...(Interruptions)... You 
don't know what is the matter...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: Now, you are talking about the Central 
Minister. For three years she has not filed her returns. And when you ask 
her, she says that she had forgotten...(Interruptions)... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi your flight is waiting. Conclude 
quickly. Otherwise, you will miss your flight. 

SHRI B.S. GNANADESIKAN (Tamilnadu): Sir, he has to go to attend 
some urgent case ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I am not going. I have cancelled my journey 
...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI V. NARAYANASAMY: Sir, he will again loose his case there 
...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, again, he is showing his ignorance...(Interruptions)... 
Sir, I don't want to be hijacked. 

So, Sir, I demand, on behalf of the Opposition and general public, that 
let all the Cabinet Ministers and high officials disclose whose children— 
sons or daughters—are holding the Green Card in America. If it is known, 
we know about our foreign policy. There are two parties to concentrate on 
this particular problem. ...(Interruptions)... You are running the Government, 
Sir. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI DIPANKAR MUKHERJEE: We are not running the Government, 

we are supporting it. ...(Interruptions)... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: But for your support, the Government will not run, you 
know that. Sir, there is failure again on the part of the Government. I will 
tell you where they failed again. They failed in everything. Let me 
illustrate one or two points. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: There is no time for illustration. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, they have said ...(Interruptions)... They have said 
in the Common Minimum Programme on page 23, "Even as it pursues 
closer engagement and relations with the USA, the UPA Government..." 
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The UPA, according to me, means the Ultimate Pauperism 
Administration. Ultimate Pauperism Administration is the abbreviation for UPA. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Whom are you seeing? You address me. Don't 
see the Press. 

SHRIN. JOTHI: No, I am not seeing the Press. 'The UPA Government will 
maintain the independence of India's foreign policy position." 
Independence! Now, independence has given way to enlightenment. It is the 
enlightened Indian policy. Sir, within one-and a half years, you have deviated 
from this policy. After the completion of five years, I do not know whether you will 
be independent India or colonial India once again! I do not know. Sir, you are all 
attacking me. You must go alone and put your head in shame. You must go 
and shed tears for this. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi, please conclude...(Intenvptions)... Please 
conclude. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, in the CMP, you have said, "We will maintain unifrom 
policy; an independent policy." What are you doing now? What are you doing? 
It is a green card policy. ...(Interruptions)... 'Yes'. Sons are in America, wife is in 
America, and daughter is an American citizen. So, let us be bhai, bhai with 
America. Sir, we are all very sorry, we cannot go to another country. We can be 
here only. But we can do one thing, we can change this Government. We can 
change this Government. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay. You can get plenty of opportunities. With 
this, you can conclude. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I want to touch one last subject. At page 9 of 
President's Address, it is said that we are going to pursue reform of our judicial 
system. Sir, what is the greatness of the judicial system they have adopted so 
far? Let me present the Madras High Court scenario. ...(interruptions)... 

Chennai? ...(Interruptions)... It is not Chennai. ...(Interruptions)....They have 
to amend themselves. Sir, in the Madras High Court, 49 judges are there. This 
is the total strength. Seventeen judges ...(Interruptions).... Sir, 17 judges 
were recommended. ...(Interruptions)...A do not want this running 
commentary, Sir. ...(Interruptions).... 
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MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: You tell me. ...(Interruptions).... You address 
the Chair....(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Now, Sir, let the Prime Minister reply on this. 
...(Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN. Let him complete, otherwise, he will take 
another five minutes ..(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: YES, Sir, Seventeen judges were recommended. For 
eleven months this Governments sat on that. They did not move the file at 
all because of a very simple reason. One partner, one burdensome partner 
had said in the Lobby — they themselves outwardly admit it in the Lobby 
— that it is a nuisance and they are troubled like anything as if I have 
brought them on their shoulder. For eleven months they sat on that. 
...(Interruptions).... 

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE MINISTRY OF LAW AND JUSTICE 

(SHRI K. VENKATAPATHY): Don't give any wrong information. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Can I see your file, Sir? ...(Interruptions).... Will you 
show the files to me? 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi, this is not the way. 
...(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, they wanted their men to become judges. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: So, is you last point over? ...(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: The Supreme Court intervened and passed strictures 
...(Interruptions).... No, the Law Minister says, 'forget the past.' 
...(Interruptions).... Forget the past, this what the Law Minister said. 
...(Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Okay, okay. That was his last point. That is 
over... (Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I am concluding. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, you said that that would be your last 
point. 
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SHRI N. JOTHI: Yes, this is my last point. Sir, my last point is, para 28. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. Mr. Jothi, try to understand 
my difficulty. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: I understand, Sir. In para 28, page 9 of President's 
address, it is mentioned that there is a need to pursue reform of our judicial 
system, and speedy disposal of the ...(Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi, give your suggestions. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, we can only recommended the names of judges. If 
they are not appointed, what can we do? The file should go to the Supreme 
Court. They sat on that. They wanted their men. There are no qualified 
men with them. 

SHRI K. VENKATAPATHY: This is wrong information. You are giving 
wrong information... (Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Sir, I want to see the file. Bring those 17 Judges; file 

here... (Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, no, that will not be allowed 
...(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Please bring the file, Sir ...(Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: No, that will not be allowed 
...(Interruptions).... Mr. Jothi...(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: Please bring the file, Sir ...(Interruptions).... Why are 
you ...(Interruptions).... 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Mr. Jothi, please address the Chair 

...(Interruptions).... 

SHRI N. JOTHI: No, you talk about transparency. There is no 
transparency even in the appointment of judges. That is the judicial reform, 
Sir. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Okay. 

SHRI N. JOTHI: The only reform is, you must reform yourselves. You 
must refine yourself, otherwise, you will be thrown out within a few weeks. 
With these words, I conclude, thank you very much.

SHRI M.P. ABDUSSAMAD (Kerala): Sir, thank you for giving 
me this opportunity to participate in this very important discussion on the 
Motion of Thanks to the hon. Rashtrapatiji. Many of the important 
points have already been covered and touched by the hon. Members who 
have spoken earlier. Considering the time constraint, I would like to 
confine myself to one or two issues, especially to the issue of welfare of 
minorities against which criticism was made by some hon. Members who 
have taken part in this discussion and other discussions which took 
place in this august House yesterday. I can't understand as to why even 
now, this hue and cry is made on the issue of minorities when the 
Government is coming forward with some concrete steps for the welfare 
of the minority communities in the country. It is nothing but in the 
interest of democracy that minority community is taken forward on the 
path of progress. They constitute a very important section of the 
population of the country and even now, it has been made an issue for 
poisonous propaganda by certain interested parties in the country. Sir, I 
can't understand this propoganda in this age of Right to Information. When 
the Central Government appointed a Committee, or the hon. Prime Minister 
appointed this high-level Justice Rajinder Sachar Committee for studying 
the condition of minorities, even that has been made an issue of 
propaganda. Sir, I believe, even now, some people in this country fear the 
facts and figures, they fear the realities, they fear the truth. Sir, in this 
age of Right to Information, where a lot of efforts are being 
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made, where we are speaking of transparency in the Government, 
transparency in administration, when such an effort is made,by the 
Government to study the real condition of the minorities, it has been made 
an issue for tarnishing the image of the Government. 

Sir, there was extensive marginalisation against minorities and there is 

disempowerment. Sir, there is inappropriate representation of the minority 
communities in the Parliament, in the State Legislatures, in Central 
Government service, police, para-military forces, judiciary, bureaucracy, 
public and private enterprises, in higher professionals and in institutions 
of higher learning. Sir, there is poverty, illiteracy and backwardness, and, 
in this background, to study the backwardness the hon. Prime Minister 
appointed a high-level committee headed by Justice Sachar. this 
backwardness of the minority community is an estblished fact and a number 
of official reports are there. So, why is this hue and cry being made on 
this? There were other committees/commissions also and so many reports 

are there. The Gopal Singh panel report, Reports of the 43rd round and 
55th round of the National Sample Survey, the Programme of Action under 
the New Education Policy of 1986, such reports are there. It is not a new 
thing that the Prime Minister has appointed a Committee for studying the 
condition of the minorities. It is my appeal to the hon. brothers and 
comrades sitting on the other side of this august House that instead of 
making it an issue for political and even communal propaganda, they should 
consider the pathetic condition of the minorities in this country. 

Sir, various schemes with regard to minorities launched by the 
Government have remained mostly on papers. Sir, there is a systematic 
campagin of vilification, hateful propaganda and communalisation of this 
issue. Communalisation of police is there. Wherever these riots took place 
against the minorites—all the Commissions have recorded and it is an 

established fact—the police behaved in a partisan way attacking the 
minorities instead of protecting their life and property. Sir, the Constitution 
guarantees freedom to ail citizens and all sections of our society to profess 
their regligious beliefs, to establish and preserve their edcuational 
institutions. 

So, under these conditions, the hon. Prime Minister has come forward 
with a bold decision of forming the Ministry for the Welfare of Minorities. I 
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congratulate the hon. Prime Minister for the glorious step that he has 
taken. That is golden action in the history of the welfare of the minorities in 
this country, and, we hope that the new Ministry will taken concrete steps, 
very creative steps to undo the backwardness of the minorties and to 
safeguard the tradition and ethnic identities, which are Protected by the 
Constitution. 

Yesterday, Sushmaji was just arguing—I think, it was a verbal duel, 
just words and phrases—whether it is the 'minorities' or 'Muslims'. 
Everybody can understand that Muslims are minotrities. Many other 
minorities are there in this country but Muslims are the largest minority. It 
is the second largest Muslim population of this world but it is listed amongst 
the most backward communities so far as social, educational and economic 
backwardness are concerned. Sir, no country can be stable and vibrant if 
substantial section of its population fails to keep pace with the rest of the 
country, if they remains alienated from the mainstream, and, if it remains 
far below the national average in all walks of life. And, their representation 
in the Ministers, in the Government, is only below two percentage, And, 
Sir, only 1.6 percentage class I officers are from this community in the 
Central Government. So, urgent steps have to be taken by the Government 
to ensure the reservation of the backward classes and the minorities. Very 
recently, our Government in Kerala took a very concrete steps to fill the 
gap of reservation of the backward sections of the community, as per the 
report of Justice Narender. We did it in Kerala. Kerala is the cradle of 
communal harmony. We did it in a very harmonious way. There was no 
quarrel; there was no unnecssary feud or there was not any kind of 

communal propoganda. 

This was done democratically, in a very secular manner, And, that has 
been described as a very historic step to ensure the reservation of the 
backward classes. Sir, it is a national necessity that the Government 
must draw this talented community into the mainstream. So, for that, the 
wonderful composite culture of the country has to be recognised. The 
Constitution has recognised it. The national leaders, the architects of the 
Indian Republic, recongnised it. I can't understand, why, even now, after 
passing more than fifty years of our march to democratic credentials and 
secular ideals, some of our people, some parties in this country, are not 
willing even to recognise the existence and the rights of the minorities, it 
is actually because they are not able to recognise the pluralistic culture of 
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India, the pluralistic nature of India. Sir, everywhere in the world, there is 
a need nowadays for the protection of the plural nature, pluralistic culture 
of the world. Everybody here was reffering to the onslaught of imperialism. 
The clash among civilisation which has been described as a new theory 
from the west is a very dangerous one. But, sir, our country has always 
stood not for the clash among civilisation but for the dialogue among 
civilisation, not for the fight but for harmony between cultures and civilisation. 
And, I believe, Sir, that it has a new relevance, latest relevence, in the 
present scenario of international and inter-culture relation that prevail in 
the world today. For this, we have to agree that everybody has to live in 
this universe. The pluralistic nature of the world and our country has to be 
recognised. Even now resisting that, even now criticising that, is not in the 
interest of the country. We must try not for exclusion but for inclusion. The 
marginalized minorities of the country do not need exclusion; they want 
inclusion. Sir, Muslims and other minorities are valuable assets I would 
like to remind my hon. brothers there that they are valuable national assets. 
So, it is the duty of every Government to utilise that assets for the welfare 
of the nation, welfare of the country. Sir, I would like to quote Mr. Wilfred 
Smith, who is considered as one of the greatest historians of the modern 
period. He says, "Islam in India would emerge as more progressive, 
dynamic, liberal and creative than Pakistani Islam". Sir, I would like to 
repeat," Islam in India would emerge as more progressive, dynamic, 
liberal and creative than Pakistani Islam". And, the Muslims of India, the 
minorities of this country, have always stood with the country. There is no 
monopoly for any people in this country on the basis of nationalism. 
Everybody in this country is patrotic and everybody is nationalist. They 
adore the country. When there was a need for any sacrifice for the country, 
the minorities were always in the forefront in making the sacrifices for the 
welfare and progress of the country. And, Sir refusing to recognise their 
existence even now is a crime against the nation in my very humble words. 
„Sir, the Constitution protected their rights under Articles 25 to 30. I am 
repeating all these things. Even yesterday much of our time was wasted 
in discussing this minority, minority, minority. What is a appeasement of 
minority? What is this appeasment? They are below the national average 
and if something is done by the Government to protect them, to bring 
them forward, then, it is appeasement! What does this word 'appeasement' 
of the English dicitionary mean? That our hon.friends must expalin not 
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only to this august House, but to the country also. Sir, the national leaders 
recognised this, sometimes calling appeasement, sometimes questioning 
the loyality. 

Sir, I am just reminded of one thing here. Formerly, the minorities of the 
country were called Babar ke aulad, the sons of Babar. Now they have 
changed this stand. Now, they say that they are not minorities, because 
the blood that flows in their veins is the blood of the same Hindu brethren. 
They have not come from outside. So, they are not minorities. This is the 
latest stand. A few years back, they were the sons of Babar. Now, they are 
the sons of the Hindu ancestors. They are changing their stand. They 
change their stand that suits their political stand. But, Sir, whatever may 
be the description, the minorities are Indians, and they belong to this 
country. 

MR. DEPUTY CHAIRMAN: Please conclude. 

SHRI M.P. ABDUSSAMAD SAMADANI: I am concluding in a few 
minutes, Sir, Sir, 99.9 per cent of Muslims and Christians have not come 
from outside. Hence they cannot be called minorities. This is the latest 
statement of a leader whose name I would like to quote here. But it is one 
statement. Sir, this is blind hatred. The Muslims, the Christians and other 
minorities are hundred per cent Indians, and they will remain Indians 
whatever may be the oppositions. But that does not mean that they ceased 
to be religious minorities. Even that does not mean that they ceased to be 
religious minorities. Even there are some section in our country, which are 
double minorities. For example, Kashmiri Muslims. They are ethnical 
.minorities as well as religious minorities. There are the Christians in the 
North-East. They are religious minorities as well enthnic minorities. So, 
everywhere in the world now there is a movement going on for the protection 
of minorities; and our country has paved the way for that. We are the 
forerunners in this respect. We cannot go back on our stand for respecting 
all sections of our country. India is a country of different religions, cultures 
andlanguages. Therefore, its strength, solidarity, stability and progress 
depend upon the unity and harmony of all sections. (Time-bell) 

Sir, I am reminded of the statement of Ms. Mary Robinson, who was 
the UN High Commission for Human Rights, and now she is the Head of 
the Ethical Globalisation Initiative. She says, "The ideal of equality if after 
all the touchstone on which the guarantees of international human rights 
have been built. It is the principle of non-discrimination. Ultimately, we are 
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sail striving to ensure inclusiveness and an end forever to exclusion and all 
forms of discrimination." 

I think the Government's move is in the right direction to avoid 
discrimination and to ensure inclusion. For that, these kinds of steps are 
very much essential. 

Even, Sir, the Ramakrishna Mission have petitioned the Calcutta High 
Court that they should be declared as religious minority. I don't know what 
will be the reaction of our friends to this thing. But they have approached 
the Court. They are having their own sets of beliefs and customs. So, they 
want that they have to be recognised as minority community. 

Finally, I would like to say about this cartoon issue. They are the 
symptoms of the same disease. All over the world, there is a very serious 
effort to bring theory of clash among civilisations is a meance to humanity. 
It is creating feud' they are trying to create tension in the world. What we 
want today in the world is vigilance against imperialism; a vigilance against 
every theory of clash among cultures and civilisations. Sir, I respect religious 
personalities whether they are Muslims, Hindus, and Christians, devi-
devata or prophets or acharyas. They have to be respected. An artist's 
freedom of expression does not mean that it should wound the faith of 
crores and crores of people who live in this world. They should not be given 
such freedom. That will create tension. Plato in his Republic said, state 
is in his conception, there will not be any relevance for so-called artists 
who destroy the discipline of the country. For the society, discipline is 
important. So, Sir, I congratulate, once again, the Government and the 
hon. Prime Minister for all the concrete steps and also for the protection 
and welfare of the minorities. I support this Motion, Sir. I would just conclude 
it by saying,

SHRI KARNENDU BHATTACHARJEE (Assam): Sir, I rise to speak on 
the Motion of Thanks on the President's Address which is a virtual statement 
of the Government's policies and programmes. I would like to mention a 
few points because we have no time. I understand it. First of all, I should 
congratulate my Government that they have taken five-pillar scheme, that 
is. the National Employment Guarantee Act, Bharat Nirman, National Rural 
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Health Mission, Jawaharlal Nehru Mission for Urban Renewal and Sarva 
Shiksha Abhiya. These programmes are aimed at providing income security 
to poor and bridge poverty gap, address gaps in basic health and provide 
for caring process of urbanisation and universal mid-day meal programme. 

The national rural programme is a historic programme. I think, it is 
introduced for the first time in the world. It is a very important programme 
and 200 districts have been taken up. But in these discussions, no hon. 
Member ever mentioned about this historic scheme. Yes, Opposition has 
a right to criticise the Government. It is a democratic country and we 
should criticise on constructive basis and this scheme is a historical 
scheme. But everybody tend to criticise the Government for delay in 
implementation of declared systems. But, Sir, I must mention that on this 
Bharat Nirman and other schemes and national programmes, there are 
differences. I understand that there is a delay in no implementation. We 
have declared the scheme, but there is no implementation. There should 
be interest in every constituency. Particularly the representatives of 
Parliament should see the scheme in toto. The Government is dependent 
only on these bureaucratic officers. They mostly depend on their report. 
On the basis of their report, Government takes all the steps. This is a bad 
trend. I differ with it. Sir, everybody said that price rise is there. Yes, price 
rise is there. We are a developing country. We are competing in the world 
with powerful countries. Now, we are in the same position. Everywhere 
there is a price rise. Every Member has visited different foreign countries. 
I think they should realise what is the position of price rise in those 
countries. I also have visited some countries and observed that there is 
corruption, there is price rise. Everything is there. But our country is now 
rising day by day. There is no question of Congress Party or NDAor any 
other party. The question is, it is the greatest democratic country in the 
world and we are going to improve and we should mobilise our people. And 
at this time, we have already achieved our 50 per cent goal. It is a matter 
of great satisfaction that due to the highest priority given to welfare and 
development of rural economy, there has been an increase of 60 per cent 
in the credit of agricultural sector. A consensus reached between the Centre 
and the States will facilitate revival package for short-term rural cooperative 
credit structure, involving Rs. 14,000 crore. A study on revival package for 
long-term cooperative credit structure is also being made. That was 
discussed with the respective State Governments and that is why, the 
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Central Government has taken that decision. Then, better water 
management; the UPA Government has started water management policy. 

The Railways has regained its pride position, with perceptible 
improvement in its performance. It is a matter of satisfaction that a decision 
has been taken to build two high capacity freight corridors—Eastern Corridor 
from Ludhiana to Sonnagarand Western Corridor from Jawahar Lal Nehru 
Port Trust to Dadri with an investment of Rs. 16,000 crore. However, it is a 
matter of concern that the work relating to conversion of meter gauge to 
broad gauge, which is being done in my belt, that is, the North-East, is not 
being implemented properly. The Government has declared that scheme a 
national scheme. Money is there, but the Progress is tardy. There is no 
Sign of visible progress in respect of the work relating to conversion of 
meter gauge to broad gauge between Lumding and Silchar in Assam 
besides Jiribum to Imphal and Kumarghat-Agartala railway lines in the 
North-Eastern region which were declared national schemes, work has 
not made much headway. I request the Government to give priority to this 
work as the same form part of development of the North-Eastern region. 
Otherwise, the object of declaring this scheme a national scheme will 
remain only on paper. I am compelled to criticise the Government, for 
various Shortcomings, though I am in the ruling party. We must bring 
those things to the notice of the Government, and the Government will 
definitely take action. Whenever the leaders from the Opposition, like 
Mr. N. Jothi, speak, every time, they give some constructive ideas to the 
Government, and the Government takes their suggestions seriously, and 
take steps in that direction. We are proud that the world economist is now 
the Prime Minister of India. He has taken some steps to improve the 
condition of the country. The Government has taken so many steps to 
improve the condition of the country, and the country would benefit from 
those steps. We have taken some new initiatives. But, we are also 
continuing with some steps taken by the previous Government, to improve 
the lot of this country. The Government has taken a number of steps to 
fulfil the commitments made in the National Common Minimum Programme, 
and to accelerate the pace of ensuring that information reaches the masses 
for bringing greater transparency, required for eradication of corruption and 
better connectivity, the Government has passed the Right to Information 
Act. 

Sir, various communities live in this country. There is no question of 

Muslims, there is no question of Budhists, there is no question of Bengalis 
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or Hindus. All the communities are living together. This is combined India, 
secular India, according to the Constitution of India. We are following the 
Constitution of India. The Government may be having some shortcomings. 
I understand that thing. But, you will appreciate that India is one nation, 
and the Government is taking all steps to maintain the unity and integrity 
of India so that it remains as one nation. That is why we have taken such 
steps. 

Now, I come to the question of foreign policy. From the time of Pandit 
Jawaharlal Nehru, when he took over as the first Prime Minister of the 
country, we have maintained the position of neutrality in respect of our 
foreign policy. We are having very good relations with America, China, 
Russia, Middle East, and our neighbouring countries and Pakistan. At 
present, our Government has taken some positive steps to improve the 
conditions in Jammu and Kashmir, as a result of which the law and order 
situation over there and the North-East is going to be improved. So, I fully 
support the President's Address. 

Lastly, before I conclude, I would like to impress upon the Government 
to formulate some mechanism for close monitoring of the progress of 
various projects under the supervision of not only the bureaucratic set up, 
but also the elected representatives of the respective constituencies. I 
would like to suggest that a group of young and dedicated Ministers should 
be set up for this purpose, who by their wholehearted effort, will ensure the 
time-bound implementation of these projects, which would go a long way 
in achieving positive results for our country. Thank you.

So, what 
it used to be, made by Ambedkar it has been modified by judicial 
decisions and you are now thinking of a system—all sides have been 
thinking—have a good system but there has to be democratic, 
reasonable system. I heard also Mr. Jethmalani, if you think that you 
will solve India's pendency of cases by simply having more judges, 
then, according to Parkinson's law, soon all Indians will be judges and 
then there will be no injustice. That is not the way. No, Sir. Change the 
procedure. When a decision is given by a single judge, why are you 
appealing to the division bench, then to full bench? That is one thing to 
look at. 

Secondly, compare the American System and our system. Why are 
the lawyers allowed to plead forever and ever? They will also 
repeatedly take dates. We have enough senior lawyers here from the 
S.C. They can go on arguing. And, it is a very expensive argument. 
Who is paying? Mangal Singh or Sangal Singh is paying if he ever gets 
to the S.C. But, actually, thank God, he never gets there. Change 
these systems. In America, the S.C. takes written arguments. Let there 
be discipline and hard work in lawyers offices. Submit written 
arguments to the court. And, then, you will get half-an-hour to orate in 
Court. That is all. I am saying this with great respect to everybody that 
you cannot stretch court arguments as you can stretch in Parliament.

SHRIMATI N.P DURGA(Andhra Pradesh): Sir, after greeting in the 
first paragraph, the Address proudly says, "The optimism is visible in the 
savings rate which is now over 29%". Sir, this is not an issue on which the 
Government can pat itself on its back. In fact, when you say that you are 
having more savings, it shows the incompetence of various Departments 
or Ministries and ineffectiveness of the Government of the day. When you 
say savings, they are not really the savings made by the people. In fact, it 
is the unspent money allocated to various Departments returned to the 
Government due to their failure and lacklustre implementation of schemes 
of the Government. 

The Government says that it wishes to set up Biotechnology Regulatory 
Authority. When the GM crops, particularly cotton, have failed utterly in 
the country, what is the point in having another agency to oversee the 
whole thing? Is not the Genetic Engineering Approval Committee sufficient 
to look after all these things? Moreover, when Bt. Cotton has utterly failed 
in the country what is the reason behind GEAC approving 18 more new 
hybrids of Bt. Cotton for planting in India? When thousands of farmers 
have committed suicides, what are the reasons for introducing more and 
more varieties? I fail to understand the rationale behind this. Multinational 
companies like Monsanto, Maheyco, etc. are squeezing the blood of 
farmers. I only request you to save our poor farmers. 
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Sir, I have an important point to make on the Right to 
Information Act. The idea behind this legislation is to share information 
with the people. But, when it comes to implementation, we are back to 
square one. Bureaucrats don't want to disclose the nothings on the 
files. Why? The paramilitary forces have been kept out of the purview 
of this Act. Why? Why they want to go out of the purview of this Act is, 
their omissions and commission come to light if they all are covered 
under this Act. So, I would only say that except classified documents, 
all other information should be made available when any person 
makes such a request.

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THE PRIME MINISTER (DR. MANMOHAN SINGH): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I, 
on behalf of our Government, rise to join the hon. Members in conveying our 
sincere thanks to the hon. Rashtrapatiji for his Address to Parliament. I also 
thank hon. Members for their valuable comments. I assure the House that we will 
take note of the many genuine concerns raised regarding the Government's 
policies and programmes. I am also grateful for the many valuable suggestions 
made on how we can improve the quality of governance and address the concerns 
of our people. I greatly value these suggestions and I will try and address as 
many of these concerns as possible. 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, the National Common Minimum Programme remains the 
basic guide for the formulation of policies and directions of our Government. 
Several hon. Members have made comments, some of our colleagues have 
expressed doubts whether we are moving in the right direction, in accordance 
with the mandate given to us by the Common Minimum Programme. There 
may be some differences in perception. But I wish to assure all the Members 
of this House that this Government is solidly committed to basing its policies 
and programmes on the National Common Minimum Programme. We stand 
by it and we would like to be judged by our commitment to the National Common 
Minimum Programme. 

Sir, the President's Address to the Parliament is the most important 
statement of Policy that the Government places before this august House at the 
beginning of every year. It is a statement in which the policies and priorities of 
the Government are outlined. It is not an exhaustive account of every concern that 
we have, nor a statement on every issue. Nevertheless, it offers a comprehensive 
survey of the Government's policies and priorities. 

Sir, I do believe that the hon. Rastrapathiji has presented before us an 
important statement that should make every Indian proud and reassured. Proud, 
because India is once again on the march as a secular republic, as a self-
confident nation, as one of the fastest growing economies in the world. Never 
before have our prospects been as bright as they are today. Reassured, 
because this march is not just of a few, but of all. Our pledge to ensure that our 
growth process is inclusive, caring and equitable has imparted a new sense of 
belonging to all sections of our society. 

Sir, our Government came to power on a pledge to care for the aam 

admini, on a pledge to make India shine, but shine for all. Each of the 
development and employment-oriented programmes we have launched 
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has this single objective in mind. The national Rural Employment Guarantee 
Act, the revamping of the Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan, the Mid-Day Meal 
Programme which now covers 12 crore children, the ICDS looking after 
the nutrition and health of pregnant women and our children which now 
covers the entire country, Bharat Nirman covering rural roads, drinking 
water, irrigation, electricity housing and telecom, the National Rural Health 
Mission which lays particular emphasis on health care facilities in the 
most backward States of our Union, the Jawaharlal Nehru Urban Renewal 
Mission, the initiatives we have taken in infrastructure development, in 
reviving the manufacturing sector, in reviving agricultural growth, every 
initiative has been aimed at ensuring that while we accelerate growth we 
do so in an equitable, fair and just manner. 

I sincerely believe, Sir, that meaningful solutions to the problems of 
mass poverty which still afflict millions and millions of our citizens can 
best be found in the framework of a rapidly expanding economy. But I am 
also equally firm in my conviction that while growth may be a necessary 
condition for solving the problems of poverty, but it is not a sufficient condition 
and that is why the need for deliberate measures to soften the harsh 
adges of extreme poverty. I submit to you, Sir, in these last 20 months 
that our Government has been in office we have made an earnest effort to 
soften the harsh edges of poverty. I wouldn't say that we have succeeded 
in removing poverty. But we have launched a process which over a period 
of time would soften very considerably the harsh edges of extreme poverty 
that prevail in our country. I would be the last one to assert that in twenty 
months we can implement all these programmes. The process has just 
begun, and we have a Herculean task before us to ensure that the 
programmes which we have devised are effectively implemented. That would 
require a new wave of cooperation between the Centre and the States, 
taking full advantage of the massive opportunities in which the revitalised 
Panchayati Raj system. We need co-operative federalism; we need a 
broad-base national consensus between the Centre and the States 
regardless of their political affiliation, to make a success of the programmes' 
that we have launched. We have just begun. Implentation will determin 
whether we succeed in what we have set out to achieve, and I appeal to all 
the hon. Members of this House to co-operate with the Government in 
realising the dreams of the founding fathers of our Republic, to get rid of 
chronic poverty, ignorance and disease which still affict millions and millions 
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of our citizens. And this was the essence of the Presidents' Address. 
Some of the hon. Members, sitting in the Opposition, — Shri Raj Nath 
Singh is not here; Shri Venkaiah Naidu is not here; Shri Jaswant 
Singh is here — have difficulties in appreciating this. I do not blame 
them. During their tenure in office, they were unable to present which 
a comprehensive account of development and better governance. 
Their focus was on a socially divisive agenda, on a non-
developmental agenda; it on an agenda that mired the country in a 
low growth syndrom ...(Interruptions) Shri Raj Nath is not here; he 
raised issue about governance, who, runs the UPA, what the 
authority of the Prime Minister is and he made other side remarks.

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DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Sir, I was saying that the issue of strength and 
weakness is raised to deflect public attention from the real issues that concern 
the Indian people. This Government has delivered eight per cent growth. India 
is now poised for achieving a growth rate of close to eight to ten per cent. Our 
national investment rate of 31 per cent today is at an all-time high. Our national 
savings rate of 29 per cent of the GDP is at an all-time high. In the next five or 
six years, as our young population gains employment opportunities, the saving 
potential of our economy will go still higher. And, India is now poised for emerging 
as one of the fastest growing economies in the world. Certainly, we are today the 
fastest growing market economy in the world. This Government has 
economically and socially empowered the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled 
Tribes, religious and linguistic minorities, farmers and the working class, the 
unemployed and the poor. This Government has revived investment and 
generated employment opportunities. This Government has ensured that India 
stands tall in the comity of nations. This Government has charted a new path. It is 
the progress along this path that has been spelt out in the President's 
Address. My authority derives from this record of performance, I secure my 
strength from my work. 

I wholeheartedly, Sir, join hon. Members who have expressed their thanks 
to the Rashtrapatiji. Sir, several members, like Shri Gandhi Azad, have drawn 
our attention to the importance of proper implementation of various 
programmes we have launched , especially the National Rural Employment 
Guarantee Act. Sir, in the history of the world, never before has country of the 
size of one billion people come forward with an employment guarantee 
programme of the type we have devised. If this programme is well 
implemented, if we use the resources that we are now going to pour in this 
programme for building durable productive assets, not only will the problem of 
unemployment appear more manageable but our rural economy will get an 
unprecedented boost. Fifty per cent of the resources will be earmarked for 
improving water management practices in our country, and, therefore, this concern 
about irrigation, the concern about water emerging as the most serious problem 
for our country in the 21st century, I think will be taken care of to a 
considerable degree, if we successfully implement this revolutionary programme. 
This, as I said earlier, Sir, casts special and onerous responsibilities on all those 
who contribute to the processes of governance in our country. And I lay, particularly 
strong 
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emphasis on cooperation between the Central Government and State 
Government and also making full use of the potentialities of the Panchayati Raj 
System. Sir, our growth will not achieve the objectives we have in mind if we do not 
pay adequate attention to the development of backward regions. In devising some of 
the flagship programmes of our Government, we have paid particular attention to 
the more backward districts and more backward regions. For example, although 
the National Rural Employment Programme will in four years cover all the districts 
in our country. In the beginning the focus is to identify the most backward 
districts in States like Bihar, in States like Orissa, in States like Jharkhand, in 
States like Chhattisgarh, in States 
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THE PRIME MINISTER (DR. MANMOHAN SINGH): Mr. Chairman, Sir, I, 
on behalf of our Government, rise to join the hon. Members in conveying our 
sincere thanks to the hon. RashtrapatijiTor his Address to Parliament. I also thank 
hon. Members for their valuable comments. I assure the House that we will take 
note of the many genuine concerns raised regarding the Government's policies 
and programmes. I am also grateful for the many valuable suggestions made on 
how we can improve the quality of governance 
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like Madhya Pradesh, in States like Uttar Pradesh because we know that 
when resources are in short supply, the more backward regions and the more 
underdeveloped regions of our country must receive the greatest attention. 
This is also the focus of attention of the National Rural Health Mission. So, I 
can assure hon. Members that our Government is fully alive to putting more 
resources for the development of the backward regions. We will soon be 
implementing the promised Backward Regions fund. Sir, Rs. 25,000 crores fund 
which we promised will soon become operational. It will pay particular attention 
to the development needs of backward regions. Sir, just as important is the 
issue of having equitable development of ensuring that all sections of society enjoy 
the benefits of growth. Whether it be the Bill to give Land Rights to Tribals in 
Forest Areas or the filling up of the backlog of Government jobs for Scheduled 
Castes and Scheduled Tribes, or the range of legal measures for women's 
rights, these are all steps we have taken for ensuring the empowerment of all 
marginalized and weaker sections. Sir, the concern for the welfare of farmers 
has to be uppermost in the mind of any Government which cares about the 
well-being of its people. Sir, I assure you we spent a very considerable amount 
of our time and effort in revitalising our agricultural economy. We have 
committed ourselves to have an irrigation target of one crore hectares in the 
next five years. We have launched a massive National Horticulture Mission 
to diversify our rural economy. We have taken major measures to upgrade the 
quality and quantity of rural credit that flows to our farming community. In the 
first two years of our Government, the rural credit from banks and institutional 
sources has gone up by nearly 60 per cent. But I do recognise that is not 
enough. I do recognise that there are areas in our country where farmers are in 
distress. I know that in Vidarbha, in some parts of Andhra Pradesh and in 
some other cotton growing areas in particluar, there are, I think, difficulties. 
There are, I think, difficulties, which lead our farmers sometimes even to commit 
suicide. I promise the House that I have asked the Agriculture Minister to 
come out with a specific programme designed to take care of the problems of 
farmers of this type. ...(Interruptions)... We will do it. Sir, rural credit is at the heart 
of a modern agricultural economy in which commercial agriculture grows at the 
cost of subsistence agriculture. We have taken measure to streamline bank credit 
for the farming sector. But a very important segment of rural credit comes from 
the cooperative sector. The Cooperative system in our country, for reasons to 
which I do not wish to allude, is in serious difficulties. We have, 
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therefore, taken up a programme involving an outlay of about Rs. 13,000 
crores to revitalise the short-term agricultural credit system centering on 
cooperatives. We will also soon becoming out with a revitalisation 
programme for restoring the health of long-term agricultural credit 
institutions such as the improvement of the credit worthiness of agricultural 
land development banks and other institutions which lend long term 
resources to our agriculture. Sir, if we really want to have a prosperous 
agriculture we have to retook at the functioning of the agricultural credit 
system. We have to have a fresh look at the functioning of the extension 
system. We have to have a new look at the way we manage our water 
resources, the way environmental concerns ought to be taken into account, 
the way we take measures so that degradation of our land and water 
resources ceases to be such a major problem as is the case today. Dr. 
Swaminathan and his group have produced a very valuable report dealing 
with the problems of the farm sector. I assure the House that we will take 
special measures to examine this report and come out with a balanced 
' package to revitalise India's agriculural economy. Sir, several hon. Members 
have expressed concern about rise in prices. In a poor country, price 
stability has to be an imporant component of any policy programme that 
an effective Government can evolve. I submit to this august House, Sir, 
that we have done a reasonably good job considering that there has been 
an unprecedented rise in international oil prices in the last two years. But 
we can never be satisfied with the status quo. We have expanded the 
scope of the Antyodaya scheme which now covers over an additional one 
crore of people, we have now a mid-day meal programme which covers 
about 12 crore children. We have revamped and expanded the ICDS 
programme. All these are part and aprcel of a revamped system of food 
security. We have Begun well. But I share the concern of the House that 
whether it comes to public distribution or other programmes, in dealing 
with food security we can never be complacent. Some hon. Members had 
expressed concern about the import of half a million tonnes of wheat. I 
wish to assure the hon. Members that this is a precautionary measure, 
which will not hurt our farmers, but it will strengthen our ability to maintain 
reasonable price stability. For various reasons to which I do not wish to 
refer in detail, wheat stocks are unusually low at this time of the year and 
we have to worry about the next monsoon. We hope it will be a normal 
monsoon but if it is not a normal monsoon we have to take some 
precautionary measures and that is a measure of prudent precaution. We 
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have taken this step and you have my assurance Sir, that this will not be allowed 
in any way to hurt the interest of our farming communities. Sir, some hon. 
Members have commented on Bharat Nirman and some of them have stated 
that this is a repackaging of existing schemes. Sir, I beg to differ. I urge hon. 
Members to apprise themselves of this innovative initiative. Never before has 
such a concerted and planned initiative been launched for rural infrastructure 
development. I sincerely believe that through Bharat Nirman we will be able to 
transform our rural economy and realise the vision of our Rashtrapathiji to provide 
urban amenities in rural areas. Now, I come to infrastruture. Some Member  Shri 
M. Venkaiah Naidu is not here - have complained that infrastructure growth has 
slowed down. I do not agree with this proposition. The President's Address gives a 
detailed account of the important steps taken by our Government to improve the 
quality of infrastructure in the country. It is this effort that has contributed to the 
unprecedented increase in the rate of investment in the economy in the last two 
years. The rate of investment, as I have already mentioned, is at an all-time high, of 
31 per cent. Figures in individual sectors speak for themselves. Roads, 
railways, airports and airlines, ports and shipping, telecommunication, each and 
every sector is now on a high growth path, buzzing with activity. I am sure, all 
this will contribute to a further acceleration of income and employement 
growth. Sir, I would like to take this opportunity to draw the attention of the House 
to the remarkable turn around achieved by Indian Railways in the last two years, 
under the able leadership of my colleague, Shri Lalu Prasadji. He will be 
apprising the House of the considerable improvement in Railway finances, of the 
important policy changes, and of the long-term investments being made when he 
presents the Railways Budget. Under his dynamic leadership, Indian Railways have 
entred a new era of progress, modernisation and growth.

DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Sir, some newspapers have been commenting on 
the slow down in the road-building programme. That is far from the truth. In 
roadways, the reality is, we have contracted the largest number of BOT projects 
ever in the history of the National highways Authority of India. The pace of 
completion of Highways by the National highway Authority under the UPA 
Government is three times the average rate of completion under the NDA 
Government. And, the expanded NHDP programme will 
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cover an additional 37,000 kilometers, excluding the Golden Quadrilateral and 
the East, West, North, South corridors. 

Sir, I should say a few words about the employment situation. Many hon. 
Members have expressed concerns about unemployment, and I share those 
concerns. We have a very young age profile of our labour force, and if we cannot 
provide productive job opportunities for this growing labour force, I think, we 
would be wasting an enormous opportunity, that our country now has to 
accelerate the pace of social and economic growth. Therefore, I welcome 
suggestions as to how, working together as a nation, we can improve the 
employment prospects, particularly, for the new young entrants to our labour 
force. Therefore, Sir, I have no hesitation in saying that the overall impact of all 
our initiatives will have to be to generate more employment and modernise the 
economy. The National Rural Employment Guarantee Act alone will be a 
major initiative. In addition, the huge investments we are making in 
infrastructural development and industry will create additional jobs. Our 
Government is deeply committed to the welfare of all our working people, not 
just members of organised trade unions, but also working people in the 
unorganised sector, in rural and urban areas. Some Members may have a 
greater concern for organised workers, and I share that concern, but our 
Government is equally committed to all workers, in all sectors of the economy. I 
would like to inform the august House that when it came to revitalising and 
reviving sick units in the public sector, we have not closed down a single unit 
in the last two years. Our effort has been to revive, to rehabilitate those units. 
That will be the direction in which we will be moving. Sir, I would like to take 
this opportunity to once again reassure our people that our Government is 
committed to the welfare of all our citizens, irrespective of caste, community, 
language or gender. 

I welcome the concern expressed during the debate on the status of 
women. Our Government condemns the practice of female foeticide, and I should 
like to reaffirm once again our Government's commitment to 33 per cent 
reservation in the State and Central Legislatures...(Interruptions)... 

Sir, I should say a few words about the internal security situation. Many hon. 
Members have raised the issue of the internal security situation in the country. 
Rashtrapatiji's Address has given a detailed account of the measures being 
taken by our Government in Jammu & Kashmir and the 
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7.00 P.M. 

North-East. We are firm in our conviction that violence of any kind is not in 
consonance with the principles of our democracy and way of life and will 
be dealt with firmly. 

Terrorism will not be given any quarter and will be treated with a firm 
hand. At the same time, we are willing to engage in a dialogue with all 
groups, inside and outside the electoral system, in all parts of the country, 
if they are willing to abjure violence and come to a peaceful resolution of 
issues. Our history, our culture and our legacy provide adequate space for 
such peaceful resolutions. Results of this are already visible in Jammu & 
Kashmir, where not only has violence come down substantially, but there 
is a ray of hope in the eyes of the people, hope about a peaceful, prosperous 
future. Even in the case of naxalism, we are committed to dealing with 
violence firmly while addressing the root causes of disaffection arising out 
of poverty, landlessness and deprivation. 

Sir, I should say a few words about our minorities. I would like to once 
again reiterate our Government's commitment to the welfare of our 
minorities, particularly, the Muslim minority. We are committed to their 
educational, social and economic empowerment. The creation of a Ministry 
of Minority Affairs is to ensure that their problems get focussed attention 
of our Government. No less, no more. And, for any reasoned discourse or 
debate on the subject of their development, we need to have reliable, 
accurate data on their economic and social status. This is what the Justicer 
Sachar Committee has set out to do. The Committee will complete its 
work and we will discuss it in the House in detail. It is unfortunate that an 
academic exercise, which will ensure better targeting of development 
programmes, is being given an unfortunate tilt. Let me assure the Members 
of the House, Sir, that the Armed Forces will continue to be apolitical, 
secular, professional and merit-based, as my colleague, the hon. Defence 
Minister, has already assured the Houses of Parliament. 

I urge upon the Members to make a distinction between empowerment 
and appeasement. Our Government, as, indeed, any democratic 
government, must be committed to the empowerment of all and the 
appeasement of none and that is what our policy envisaged is. 

Sir, I should say a few words about the cartoon controversy, which has 
caused a great deal of anguish among the Muslim communities all over 
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the world. Sir, on the specific issue of certain disparaging cartoons appearing 
in some publications abroad, I share the concern expressed in the House. 
Our Government is deeply concerned about the growing controversy over 
the publication of cartoons that has offended the Muslim community 
worldwide. At the same time, at the time when these offending cartoons 
were first published, our outrage at this had been conveyed, under my 
instructions, to the Danish Government, both in New Delhi and through 
our ambassador in Copenhagen, in October, 2005 itself. While expressing 
our distress over such lack of sensitivity to the religious sentiments of 
people, we urge that the concerned newspaper should express its apology 
and the Danish Government should ensure that such actions would not 
happen again. We condemn all actions which hurt the religious sentiments 
of any community and are of the view that such activities be dealt with 
seriously and firmly. We have the greatest regard and respect for all faiths 
and are committed to protecting their rights and beliefs, to preserving and 
strengthening the secular nature of our society. India's commitment to 
religious harmony and tolerance is unshakable and actions that cause 
hurt to the sentiments of any section of our people are not acceptable. I 
also urge all our political and religious leaders to exercise utmost restraint 
and not inflame public opinion. We must uphold our proud tradition as a 
democracy of conveying our point of view in a reasonable manner. 

Sir, I should say a few words about foreign policy. There has been 
considerable comment in the debate in this House on our foreign policy 
orientation. I have had, Sir, several opportunities in the last one year to 
speak at length on many of these issues. I urge hon. Members to appreciate 
the fact that, by and large, we have had a national consensus on our 
foreign policy orientation and that has given us great strength in dealing 
with the world. I sincerely urge all our political parties to respect this 
tradition so that the hands of the Government are strengthened in dealing 
with the world. On my part, I assure this august House, that we will make 
every effort to strengthen the building of a national consensus on foreign 
policy issues. Sir, I had the opportunity recently of expressing my views 
on foreign policies when I laid the foundation stone of the Pandit Jawaharlal 
Nehru Bhawan. Panditji was not just the architect of modern India but also 
of the way in which free India chose to deal with the world. Panditji's vision 
was deeply embedded in our civilisational heritage. Our civilisation has a 
message for the world that informs our foreign policy vision. This has been 
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a message of unity in diversity, of respect for pluralism, inclusiveness and 
secularism. 

Sir, it was our national interest to seek space in the world to facilitate our 
development. But our nationalism was not based on narrow chauvinism or 
aggressive jingoism. At the time of our Independence, the world had just rid 
itself of one manifestation of such negative nationalism when it defeated 
fascism. Our nationalism was elevated by larger universal principle as well as an 
abiding commitment to the well- being of our people. That is precisely why it 
was an enlightened nationalism. 

Similarly, Panditji's idea of non-alignment, as I see it, was also based on the 
principle that we were not aligned with anyone against anyone, but only with our 
fundamental values and national interest. Non-alignment was neither an empty 
slogan nor a pretext to shirk the responsibility to define our own world-view 
based on our national interest Indeed, non-alignment was an expression of our 
enlightened national interest and it continues to be so. We have worked hard 
to create the space needed to have the freedom to make policy choices in an 
increasingly inter-dependent world. The means we adopt to pursue our enduring 
objectives of peace, national security and development will, of course, change 
from time to time. As Panditji himself used to say, "We live in a dynamic world 
and we can never be prisoners of the past all the time." Thus, they will have to be 
evolved in response to the changing reality of an ever-changing world. While 
the instruments of our policy and the tactics and strategy we adopt may change with 
time, the values in which they are embedded are universal and will remain true 
for all time. Our diplomats are called upon to steer the course of India's foreign 
relations in an extremely complex global scenario. In recent years, we have 
witnessed a much sharper consonance between our foreign and domestic 
policies. The Indian economy has taken an outward orientation as a result of the 
reform policies that were initiated in the early 90s. Our growth rates have been 
increasing and we seek to sustain annual growth rates of 8-10 per cent in the 
future. These demands have created new challenges for our foreign policy in 
terms of seeking access to markets, sources of energy and investment and 
advanced technologies. These challenges have also led India towards new 
thrusts in our foreign policy and there are new directions in our policies towards 
our major economic partners towards our wider Asian neighbourhood and 
towards other developing countries. Sir, this House has my solemn 
assurance that in 
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pursuing our foreign policy, in ensuring our national security and in promoting our 

economic development, our Government will always have the nation's interest 

uppermost in our mind. I do believe we have the trust and the confidence of 

the people of India. 

Mr. Chairman, Sir, I do not wish to deal at length with the Iranian Nuclear 

Programme. We will have an opportunity to discuss it tomorrow or day after. 

I would like to say a few words about an issue which has figured in the 

House, that is, a letter that the U.S. Ambassador has written to the hon. Chief 

Minister of West Bengal. Sir, I have taken note of the strong sentiments 

expressed by hon. Members in the matter of the letter received by the Chief 

Minister of West Bengal from the U.S.Ambassador. I have no hesitation in 

saying that this letter was unwarranted and at variance with normal diplomatic 

practice, both in form and in substance. The Ministry of External Affairs has told the 

Ambassador very clearly that he should adhere to established protocol and 

channels of communication and desist from making such comments in the 

future. The Ambassador has noted this to prevent recurrence of such incidents 

in the future. Sir, we are mindful of the courtesy that is due to elected 

representatives of the country and will always uphold this. 

SHRIMATI BRINDA KARAT (West Bengal): Sir, we had demanded his 
recall. The Government has given a statement, I think, this is the second time. 
He has no regret, nothing. 

DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Sir, the world today views India with great 

regard and respect. This is because the people of our country have 

demonstrated to the world that they are second to none. Our civilisational 

inheritance, our pluralism, our culture of tolerance and inclusiveness are the 

envy of many nations today. No Indian need feel any sense of inferiority or 

insecurity in today's world. India stands tall and we stand proud as an open 

society and an open economy. I am sure hon. Members rejoice in this sense 

of self-confidence of our people. This sense of national pride was 

reinvigorated in the recent visit of his majesty, the King of Saudi Arabia and 

President Chirac when they both paid tribute to our civilisational inheritance and 

our emerging economic strength. It is with this sense of 
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self-confidence that we now look forward to the visit of the President of the 

United States. 

Sir, another issue that figured in the debate was the issue of turbans 

worn by Sikh children in France. Sir, let me assure — I think this is a 

matter which arose, probably in the other House — the Sikh community 

that I had, in fact, raised the issue of the French regulations on turbans 

with President Chirac and he gave me the same assurance that he gave to 

some other people who had raised the matter with him. I share the Sikh 

community's concern in this regard. I was assured by President Chirac 

that he would give due consideration to the sentiments of the Sikh 

community and take necessary action. 

Sir, in conclusion, I would like to assure the House once again, that I 

will take a closer look at all the suggestions made during the debate and 

ensure that our Government is alive to the concerns expressed in this 

august House. I thank all hon. Members who participated in the debate. I 

would like this motion of Thanks on the President's Address to be passed 

unanimously. Thank you. 

MR. CHAIRMAN: Thank you, Mr. Prime Minister. 

SHRI NILOTPAL BASU (West Bengal): Sir, the Prime Minister has 

been very kind enough to address all the concerns that we have articulated 

during the course of the debate. But on the issue of US Ambassador, 

since this was the second time that this happened and that we have 

demanded that he should be recalled, and, large sections of the members 

of both the Houses have articulated the same, I think, Sir, the Government 

should be forthcoming on this and categorically assure us in this regard. 

Just expressing and communicating our sentiments to the Ambassador 

sentiments is not enough, and, it is not becoming in terms of the defense 

of the national self-respect of the country. 

DR. MANMOHAN SINGH: Sir, I share the sentiments expressed by 

the hon. Members but my own feeling is that in this case, the action that 

we have taken would suffice for the time being.
